Thomas Neufeld brought up the issue of a bi-law to canceling a meeting.  The Board discussed this and it was decided that the Secretary would call the Chairman and/or the Acting Chairman10 days before the next meeting if there is no new business, at which point, the Chairman and/or the Acting Chairman will make a determination.
Thomas Neufeld also brought up the issue of what to do in the event that the Chairman and the Acting Chairman are both absent; who will run the meeting.  After some discussion, Thomas

Marc advised the Board that CVS may be exploring the issue of banking the land at some point or the additional parking that they don’t feel is necessary.  They would need a variance for that.  They are not applying for a variance at this point; they’re just exploring.  Discussion occurred.

Jim Waterhouse made a motion to adjourn.  Margaret Litteken seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.
