PUBLIC HEARING(S): 
Mike Breen – 85 Kinderhook Ave., Niverville – area variance
Mr. Breen was present and explained the application.  He is looking to install an above ground pool (16’ x 36’ with deck); a 24’ side yard setback and a 5’ rear set back are required.  Discussions occurred regarding the property.  Jim asked if anyone would like to speak in favor of the application; no one spoke.  Jim asked if anyone would like to speak against the application.  Andy Howard, representing Joseph DiMartino (Mr. Breen’s next door neighbor) spoke.  Concerns:  proximity of pool to Mr. DiMartino’s home and the noise.  Andy submitted an authorization letter from Mr. DiMartino and photos of Mr. Breen’s property (copies on file).  Discussions occurred regarding the photos and possibly putting the pool someplace else.  Mr. Breen agreed to the possibility of putting the pool behind the house.  New dimensions and a letter from the backyard neighbor are needed.  Andy will discuss this with Mr. DiMartino to see if it is acceptable to him.  Jim read the Planning Board opinion dated October 20, 2007 (copy on file).  Susan Jornov made a motion to keep the public hearing open until next month.  Margaret Litteken seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.
