Roll call was taken.  Thomas Puchner made a motion to approve the December 6, 2007 minutes.  Susan Jornov abstained.  Motion to approve minutes will be carried over to next month.

PUBLIC HEARING(S):  None
NEW BUSINESS:  
Bertram Freed – 2811 Rte. 9, Valatie – area variance for sign
Mr. Freed was not present.  Glenn explained the application.  He stated that this is a dual process because the applicant needs to go to the Planning Board for a site plan amendment and to the Zoning Board for a variance for the size of the sign.  Susan Jornov made a motion to table to the next meeting.  Thomas Puchner seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:  
Mike Breen – 85 Kinderhook Ave., Niverville – area variance
Mr. Breen was present.  He stated that he took the measurements the Board requested for placing the pool parallel to the back of the house; 40 ft. from property line to the house, 50 ft. from Mr. Di Martino’s property line and 25 ft. from corner of house to the septic tank.  He stated that issues he has are not having access to the septic system and the power lines in the back corner hang low.  Discussions occurred regarding the placement of the pool: (1) the original proposal near Mr. Di Martino’s property, (2) parallel to the back of the house and (3) the back rear corner of the lot.  Thomas Puchner talked about Section 81-11 (corner lots).  Glenn talked about Section 81-17 (accessory use), encroaching maximum lot coverage and cleaning up the clutter on the lot.  Andy Howard was present and stated that this is a self-created hardship because there is space on the land to put the pool elsewhere, the diagram is not an accurate representation because it suggests that the logical place to put it is next to Mr. Di Martino (that’s not the case), there is another pool nearby already, and Mr. Di Martino is concerned about the noise and activity that will occur so close to his property line.   Mr. Breen indicated his willingness to work with the Board but he was concerned about added costs for him.  The Board continued to discuss the three options.  It was decided, and Jim stated, that the Board is not going to entertain the original proposal because the neighbor has concerns.  The other side is more favorable to everyone and may not even require a variance.  Marc advised Mr. Breen that the following are needed: an amended application, measurements for the new location (using the plot plan), a letter from the backyard neighbor (Dave Altomer) and a screening proposal.  Thomas Puchner made a motion to keep the public hearing open.  Susan Jornov seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.

Thomas Puchner made a motion to adjourn.  Susan Jornov seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.
