PUBLIC HEARING(S): 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Carlos & Carlin Masterson – 157 Wagon Wheel Rd., Kinderhook – interpretation of an interpretation
Bill Better, Attorney, and Tim Ross, Certified Engineer, were present.  Marc gave the background.  He stated that the Board now has a site plan and letter dated May 2009 from Mr. Better indicating that there are two septic tanks going into one leachfield; the Board needs to determine if this meets the intent in the ZBA Resolution of December 2008.  Mr. Better asked Mr. Ross if this is a common system; Mr. Ross said that it is typical in a situation like this.  Marc asked Mr. Ross how common an occurrence is it to have two septic systems with one house; Mr. Ross answered not common.  Marc asked if there is adequate capacity for both the house and apartment; Mr. Ross said that he has not personally reviewed the design criteria of it; he was just asked if it was common and agrees that it is.  Jim asked if the tanks were put in at the same time.  Mr. Better said no; the tank at the house has been there a long time, the other tank was put in last year.  Marc said that he didn’t think the tanks were identified on the drawings seen by the ZBA at the time the approval was given.  Tom remembered discussing some of that.  Mr. Better said that we had a discussion at the time but didn’t believe it was identified.  Tom stated that a big concern with the setup is later turning it into two houses; however, he thinks with the physical constriction on site this is the only place the leachfield can go.  Mr. Better provided the photos again which were reviewed and discussed.  Jim asked if the question is the two septic systems.  Mr. Better said it is being asked of the ZBA if it is ok for a common system.  Jim said had there been only one septic system feeding both places we would have said that’s fine and by having two would make it better; he thought we said yes to this.  Marc stated that’s what in front of the Board; we didn’t have this design in front of us.  Jim Haggerty made a motion that the proposed site plan as presented in Mr. Better’s letter meets with the conditions that the ZBA set it its 2008 Resolution which requires that the apartment and the principal dwelling will be connected to common private utilities.  Jeff Ouellette seconded the motion.  With a roll call vote, all in favor, motion passed unanimously.  Marc recommended a memo be sent to the Planning Board of this decision.
