C. Public Hearings

None

D. Old Business

1. Marcel St. Onge – Site Plan Review: Public Hearing is set for April 19, 2012 at 7:05pm. 

Issues about the parking spaces and set-backs raised at the March meeting remain. Mr. Prendergast had not heard from the applicant about questions concerning the septic system. Mr. Weiller brought up the issue of the additional parking spaces noting that they are close to the property line and that there are trees in that location that are not reflected on the plans. Mr. Simonsen additionally addressed the issue regarding the set-backs. Plans were distributed and reviewed by the Board. The existing set-back is 17’.  Peter VanAlstyne was present, reviewed the plans, and took notes about information requested by the Planning Board. It was requested that specific notes be added to the plans. 
2. Stephen Williams - Application for In-Home Occupation:
Mr. Williams appeared before the Town Board at their last meeting and as a result a Public Hearing has been scheduled by the Town Board to amend the local law the addressing permissible In-Home Occupations. Once the law has been amended, the applicant is free to proceed with the application before the Planning Board.
3. Debye-Saxinger - Two Lot Subdivision: 
Application has been withdrawn. Fees submitted will be returned to the applicant in full as per Mr. Cramer and Mr. Howard’s recommendations.   

4. Tierra Farms - Site Plan Review:
Mr. Tuczynski addressed the Board. Revised plans were distributed to the members and reviewed by the Board. Indicating the plans, Mr. Tuczynski pointed out the proposed Nut Processing facility, Milking/Maintenance shed, parking spaces, etc. Designs for the Nut Processing facility and the Maintenance shed were also provided. Mr. Prendergast asked about the intentions for the Milking shed, specifically how many cows would be involved. Mr. Tuczynski speculated that there may be two cows. It was suggested that this may heighten the requirements of the septic system. The application needs to be updated and revised to reflect the additional projects reflected on the plans. Mr. Prendergast suggested that additional notes could be added to the plans indicating that this proposal includes the new addition of 2600 Sq Ft, the square footage for the dairy, the addition of the Nut Processing facility. The note about the retail space has already been added. Discussion of required parking spaces ensued, and the number of employees was also discussed. A discussion about the septic systems with the addition of a milking facility followed. 
Based on the plans presented, the Planning Board offered the following list of requirements: 

-A letter from the Health Department approving systems that will handle Milking facility

-Environmental Assessment Form

-Revised Site Plan application reflecting additional projects
-Set Backs be added to the plans
-A parking table to be added to the plans to reflect the required parking spaces as stipulated by Code for the intended uses
A copy of this list was provided to Mr. Tuczynski.
5. Bean Lane - Dedication of road to the Town from Whitney Fields: Nothing new to report.
6. Tom Hall - Trailer Park: Nothing new to report.
E. New Business
1. Wayne Heimroth – Two Lot Subdivision: Property located at 635 Route 28. Represented by Peter VanAlstyne.
Plans were distributed to the members for review. Mr. VanAlstyne addressed the Board. The applicant is proposing to subdivide property on the north side of the road from property on the south side. Mr. VanAlstyne offered that the areas were separate parcels at one point. The application appeared straightforward and the acreage involved would not require Conservation Subdivision. The engineer requested that certain features be indicated on the plans: septics, wells, set-backs, etc. The project would not have to go before the County Planning Board. 
F. ZBA Opinions

Mr. Simonsen’s Appeal of the Certificate of Compliance of the Car Quest Shed:

Mr. Howard explained what transpired at the last Zoning Board of Appeals meeting, and that the Board voted to preliminarily to prepare a resolution denying the appeal on the basis of laches. Further explanation of this determination was provided and discussion ensued.

H. Other
Public Comment:

A review of the GIS training session was presented by Mr. Simonsen. He informed the Board that the zoning information about Kinderhook provided by River Street, the consultant doing the Comprehensive Plan, was unusable. Unfortunately, if this issue is not resolved, the system may not be usable in this town. 
Ms. Gilbert reminded the Board that the NY Planning Federation Conference is coming up in Saratoga. There will be another opportunity in Cairo next month.
