Town Board of the Town of Kinderhook Notice of Public Hearing

Please take notice that the Town Board of the Town of Kinderhook will hold a public hearing to consider the following:

ARTICLE I - INTENT

This local shall be known as Local Law No.11  of 2004 and shall amend the Code of the Town of Kinderhook (“Town Code”) Chapter 75 Section 75-3) to permit a person to store on his/her property  an abandoned, junked or inoperative motor vehicle if it is covered  with a fitted car cover specifically designed and manufactured  to cover the model car upon which it is used  


ARTICLE II - LEGISLATIVE INTENT

Section 75-3 Town Code  provides that an abandoned, junked, or inoperative motor vehicle must be stored in a garage or other enclosed structure.  The Town Board finds that the purposes of Chapter 75 of the Town Code , aesthetics and protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the Town, will be equally well served by permitting said motor vehicles to be covered by fitted car covers.


ARTICLE III - AMENDMENT

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Kinderhook  Section 75-3 of the Town Code is hereby repealed and the following is hereby enacted to replace it:

75-3 Storage Restrictions

It shall be unlawful for any person within the town to store or deposit or cause, suffer or permit to be stored or deposited any abandoned, junked or inoperative motor vehicle or part or piece thereof on any private property within the town, except within a garage or other enclosed structure or, in the case of a motor vehicle, except that it be covered with a fitted car cover specifically designed and manufactured to cover the model car upon which it is used.


ARTICLE IV - EFFECTIVE DATE

This Law shall take effect immediately upon is filing with the Office of the Secretary of State 

The date for the public hearing is Monday, August 9, 2004 at 6:45PM at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall, Niverville, New York at which time all interested parties will be given the opportunity to be heard.
