C. Public Hearings

1. 7:05pm - Melony Coons — Special Use Permit for change of use — 1445 Old Post Road,
Valatie: former Finish, Special Use Permit for Beauty Salon and Child Care Center

Mr. Haemmerlein and Mr. Butcher recused themselves.

The notice as it appeared in the paper of record was read by the Secretary.

The applicant was invited to address the Board and public. They reviewed the proposed plans indicating
that there are no changes intended to the exterior of the building. The existing sign will be updated to

reflect the new businesses.

A Motion to open the Public Hearing was made by Mr. Samascott. Motion seconded by Mr. Simonsen.
All in favor; motion carried. Hearing opened.

The Chairwoman invited the public to ask questions of the applicant.
Ms. Lorraine McTague inquired about the number of children the day care center would be able to
accommodate. She was concerned about the potential noise factor associated with the potential

endeavor.

The applicant stated that capacity is dependent on certification and regulations of the State. It was
further noted that the business would initially care for infants primarily. They would eventually like to

add playground equipment to the yard. The applicant reviewed the proposed hours of operation for both
businesses. The applicant hopes to have the hair salon opened this summer with the child care center
opening later.

A Motion to close the Public Hearing was made by Mr. Weiller. Motion seconded by Mr. Samascott. All
in favor; motion carried. Hearing closed.

At this time the Board was invited to ask questions and comment on the project. Mr. Weiller broached
the subject of making approval of the Special Use Permit be contingent upon or subject to licensure by
the State. Applicant stated that she is required to have New York State licenses before the Building
Department can issue Special Use Permits.

(Let the record note that subsequent to this meeting, County Planning did
acknowledge review of the application and determined that decisions regarding the approval be held at
the municipal level.)
