PUBLIC HEARINGS: 
7:10 pm – Sandra Taylor – 242 Maple Lane – Three-bedroom Bed & Breakfast – Sandra went to the ZBA for an area variance; that was scheduled for a Public Hearing on October 4th.  Sandra explained what transpired at the ZBA meeting last week.  Marc also added that the application was deemed complete by the ZBA; the Planning Board is handling the special use permit.  Gerard explained that the ZBA will not act until they review our opinion to them.  The Secretary will provide Sandra with a copy of the tax map and a copy of the letter we received from her neighbor; she will submit a check for $350 to the Secretary for the Planning Board application.  Robert asked if they could move forward based on her mitigation of the apartment; Glenn said the apartment has to go.  He has told Sandra that.  Next week, we will render an opinion to the ZBA, Gerard added; he explained the procedure from here forward to her.  Marc explained what evaluations are being made by each Board.  Copies of the SEQRA form she submitted will be mailed to the Planning Board members.  We have copies of her survey.  Glenn and Peter VanAlstyne met during the week and discussed the correctness of the survey.  It is correct as it has been prepared.  If she wants a sense of where this Board is going, Marc advised she be here next week; the Public Hearing is scheduled for next week also.  Four of the members said they have no problem with her variance request.  The final decision is up to the ZBA, 

Robert added.  
7:30 pm – TMT Acquisitions LLC – 3405 US Rte 9 – Two-lot Subdivision – Paul Freeman was present.  He distributed plats, revision dated 7/23/07, and said that the changes have been added that the members asked for the last time.  In the notes section, the existing lot coverage for the entire parcel is 18%; after the subdivision, parcel B will have 43%.  That was the only change, Paul said.  

7:40 pm – Town of Kinderhook/Christian and Kathleen Volney – Rapp Rd and US Rte – 
Lot-line Adjustment – No one was present.  The Chairman asked for questions; there were none.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat was not present tonight to report.
2. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – CR 21 - Two-lot subdivision – No one was present.  He is still waiting to hear from EnCon, the Chairman said.  
3. Paula Palleschi – west side of Rte 9H – 7 Rabbit Lane – Currently a 16.10 acre parcel with house – Proposing two-lot residential subdivision – Bill Better told Marc that a decision has been rendered on other grounds; Marc had not heard that.  Bill will send a copy of that to Marc for review.

4. Fairland Equities, Ltd. – (former Little Farm on CR 21) – 224 acres in Town of 
         Kinderhook and 134 acres in Town of Stuyvesant – Proposed Conservation 
                Subdivision – 5 acre zoning – 18 lots – Bill Better and Clinton Adee were present.  Bill 

                spoke about the letter that Pat submitted; everyone has received a copy of that in their 

                correspondence.  Bill asked for some clarification.  He talked about the letters received 

                regarding the location of the entrance and the roadway.  He would like to put to bed the 

                issued about the location of the road; they addressed this with Stuyvesant.  The Town 

                of Kinderhook Planning Board will be receiving a copy in the mail.  They are 
                suggesting a roadway that is 18’ wide; he asked if the members are comfortable with 

                this?  Gerard asked if they contacted the Fire Department; Bill has a letter from them

                about the dry hydrants.  What width did they think the road was when they were okay 

                with it, Gerard asked?  18’, Bill replied.  We will need a copy of that letter, the 

                Secretary noted.  Bill discussed the road profile on the plats; the members reviewed the 

                plats at this time.  The radius of the intersection is 100’ in diameter, Bill noted.  The 

                cul de sac is 140’ from side to side, he added.  Again, he asked what they thought 

                about the 18’ road; Robert replied that as long as he can get emergency services in 

                there and out, it is fine with him.  Gerard offered that no one seems to have any major 

                objections, but some members are not here tonight.  Bill read from item 1B in Pat’s 
                letter; Clinton said he intends to put item 4 and it will be on the plans.  Hot mix asphalt 

                paving to first intersection only; Bill finds himself in a quandary since the Town Board 

                has not approved the road specs.  A brief discussion took place.  Bill asked if the 

                members are okay with their paving to the cul de sac; Gerard could not say definitively 

                until he knows what the Code says.  Bill said that there will be a mechanism for this in 

                the Homeowner’s Association.  If the Code is okay with it, are the members okay with 

                it, Bill asked?  Gerard replied affirmatively.  Marc noted that Town Law requires that 

                they be able to get a fire truck and an ambulance in there.  They have an updated 

                version of the storm water report to give to Pat by Monday.  He should be okay with 

                that, Bill added.  He feels they are addressing all of the issues and will be able to show

                them a full set of plans.  They are okay with paving up to the first part, Bill said, if the

                members are; Gerard said it must meet the Code.  Marc suggested the applicants talk

                first to Pat, since he raised the issue, and then come to Marc for the interpretive issue.  

                Glenn said the State Code is less restrictive than the Town Code on this.  The potential 

                problem with not paving is dust in the summer, Don said.  The only people who will 

                go past there will be the five homeowners, Bill replied.  The concentration dust will be 

                in the first stretch, Bill noted; that is why they are paving that.  They submitted a 

                drawing received today of the gate house in the front.  

       5.      Scheriff Family LLC – Hawley Rd, Niverville – 23.20-2-3 vacant parcel of .46 acres 
         contiguous with 23.20-2-4 parcel with house and 1.50 acres – Zoning is Hamlet – 

         Proposed two-lot subdivision and lot-line adjustment – No one was present.

          33.-1-8 – No one was present; nothing new has been received.

          13.-1-20 – Industrial Zone – 30.40 acres – No one was present.  Marc said that the 

           Town is supposed to provide answers to the questions according to the DEC letter.  

           Comments are due by August 24th; hopefully, Marc noted, the Town is doing this.  If 

           there are comments the Planning Board wants to make to the Town, they are due next

           week.  A brief discussion took place between the members and Marc.  If the Town 

           does not want to comment on the issues, it doesn’t have to, Marc added.  Marc will be

           calling Paul Griggs.    
NEW BUSINESS:   
1. Bean Subdivision – Modification to approved site plan – Glenn Smith spoke; Steve 

            Bean is no longer involved in the project.  He spoke with the new project manager the
            other day; David Bean is the owner.  They are proposing to convert buildings 3 and 4
            into three bedrooms; they are now two bedrooms.  He does not think it will be an issue 

            with regard to green space.  He did not want to arbitrarily tell them to go ahead 

            because it is a change to the approved site plan.  Gerard mentioned that Pat will have 

            to take a look at the septic and the water.  They do need to come back to the Planning

            Board.     
ZBA OPINION: 
1. John & Sandra Quinn – 73 Hunter Dr., Valatie – area variance – The Chairman 
asked if the members had questions; they have previously received copies of the

application; Glenn explained the proposal.  Marc said that the ZBA asked for more

information from them; there is a question on the terrain topography.  They don’t want to cut down some old trees.  The ZBA asked them to identify some of the problems on the survey to justify why it needs to be done this way.  It is set for Public Hearing.

2. Sandra Taylor – 242 Maple Ln., Valatie – area variance – See above for discussion.
