The Secretary asked the members for recommendations on #9; she asked that they put their suggestions in writing to her for consideration.  There was a brief discussion.
PUBLIC HEARING:    (none)  
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat reported nothing is new on this.
2. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – No discussion
3. Paula Palleschi – west side of Rte 9H – 7 Rabbit Lane – Currently a 16.10 acre parcel with house – Proposing two-lot residential subdivision – This should have been removed from the agenda, Marc noted.
4. CVS – Proposed minor modification to approved site plan – US Rte 9/State Farm Rd – The Chairman said that the letter went out to the applicant; we should be hearing from them.   
NEW BUSINESS:     

1. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for five additional camper parking sites – Paul Freeman represented the applicants.  Scott Duso was also present; he is one of the applicants.  They are planning to add five RV sites to an existing RV site on Route 9 previously owned by Pat Schiller; Stone’s Mobile Home Park.  Paul explained the plan proposal while the members reviewed the plats presented.

Presently there are nine approved sites, Paul said.  They are proposing to upgrade the road, put in a turn-around cul de sac and add five new RV sites.  He introduced Scott to the members; he and Don Nusbaum operate D&N Excavating.  They are proposing to upgrade the septic for the entire site.  The Health Department provided them with plans of what exists; their engineers have done a preliminary look at the site.  He indicated where the new septic will be for all the lots.  Pat asked if a SPDES permit is needed or does this just involve the Health Department; Paul replied it is only a Health Department deal because these are seasonal sites.  Under the code, this is called a trailer camp, Paul added.  Adjacent to this is the mobile home park, he said.  There are some RV sites there now.  There is a need in this area for a campground.  Pat asked about the plat; are they just planning on five sites?  Paul did not know right now if they might come back and in the future ask for more sites.  The members asked Paul some questions.  Mary Ellen spoke of another such park in Spencertown.  There is also one in Elizaville, Paul replied.  Glenn referred to the previous restriction about adding more sites because of the septic system that is there now; he had reviewed the old files.  Glenn was told by the owners that the Health Department has no problem with this.  Marc was reviewing the old files at this time; Paul joined him and they discussed the previous approval and restrictions on this site.  Gerard read a definition from the Code.  This is really a travel camp, Paul said.  Robert said they need dimensions.  The review continued.  If they plan to expand, Gerard said they should indicate that now.  The discussed proposed locations and setbacks.  Parking spaces were also mentioned.  How is the water provided, Gerard asked?  Paul showed the location of the well.  Regarding the output of the well, Gerard asked if they could provide that; Mr. Duso said that Smith Well Drilling can provide that.  There are also two existing houses on the site.  They are proposing to upgrade the system because the previous owner was not really sure if they are also fed from the same well.  She could not remember.  This will be a brand-new system, he added.  Is 

this the same tax parcel as the mobile home park; no.  Their system is unrelated to this site, Paul replied.  Marc read from the Code; Paul will add a note to the plat regarding that (inaudible).  Because of the cul de sac, the Chairman noted that they should have the fire department come out there to be sure about the size of that.  Paul said we need dimensions on the cul de sac; they may find it is too small.  Will it be blacktopped, Pat asked?  They do not want to commercialize it, Mr. Duso replied; it is gravel there now, but it will be stone.  Is there a storm water plan or a pollution prevention plan, Marc asked?   They have not gotten that far, Paul responded.  He is not sure it is needed.  If they disturb over one acre, Pat said, they will need it.  Maybe they could give an estimate of the gallons to be used per day; also, label the contours.  Pat feels that DEC would want them to have a general SPDES permit.  Scott deals with them all the time on projects.  The topos. are not labeled; Pete VanAlstyne did all of the survey.  A gazebo was noted on the plat by the Chairman.  Cheryl mentioned the dumpster, propane and utilities.  The checklists have been provided to the applicant.  Will there be a dumpster?  Yes, there is one there already; likely they will be enclosed.  The Chairman asked for other comments/questions; there were none.  Two members of the public was present; they live in the mobile home park.  They just came to listen.  Are they taking the pool out?  Yes, but Paul replied that it is on the mobile home park site.  They may not be back for next week’s meeting Paul said, the Chairman noted.      
2. Sotiria Efthimiadis – Kinderhook Diner – Rte 9H – No application – Requested to be

added to agenda – She was not present.  
ZBA OPINION:     
1. Jay Montague – 176 West Shore Drive – Area Variance for new additions – The members reviewed the application.  Glenn explained what is being proposed.  This is an area variance for two additions to the existing house.  Glenn feels the deck is all right; the variance is for the addition.  It is a minor variance, Glenn added.  This is a pre-existing, undersized lot.   The application was just given to the members tonight, so they will review it for an opinion for next week’s meeting.

1.    Liaison to Village Planning Boards – report – Cheryl reported on the Valatie Planning 

        Board meeting.   The Public Hearing was held; there were a lot of people there who had 

        a lot of good things to say.  The Public Hearing was left open.  Gerard gave some 

        additional information on the meeting.  Paul Freeman is the acting attorney for the 

        Village.  Cheryl spoke about a discussion regarding sidewalks.  

2.    Chairman, 9/9H Corridor Committee – report – The Comprehensive Plan review is 

         no longer attached to this study.  We are waiting to hear from DOT regarding grant 

         money.
3.    Liaison(s) to Town Board – report – Mary noted the upcoming blood drive.
4.     Public comments - none
Mary Ellen made a motion at 7:52 pm to adjourn; Tim seconded the motion.
