 PUBLIC HEARING:    (none)
OLD BUSINESS:
1. CVS – Proposed minor modification to approved site plan – US Rte 9/State Farm Rd – Nothing new has been received; no new drawings have been submitted.  Gerard will send an email to Peter VanAlstyne to bring them to our next workshop meeting.  
2. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat spoke with Al Hewitt at DEC.  The owner has not used the proper topsoil that was indigenous to the site.  What they used there will not sustain any vegetation other than the weeds they are growing there now.  They were told to change this.  
3. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – Nothing new
4. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – No new documents as of 6/18/08
5. Sotiria Efthimiadis – Kinderhook Diner – Rte 9H – Two-lot subdivision – B1 zone -  

         No EAF/No new documents received as of 6/18/08
       6.      Scheriff Family LLC – Hawley Road – Two-lot subdivision involving two adjoining
        parcels – Zoning is Hamlet – Nothing new has been received as of 6/18/08   
7.    Bruce and Patricia Moore – 3559 US Rte 9 -12.-1-7.200 – 8 acres in R3 zone – 

         Proposed Farm Market – Site plan and Special Use – The neighbors have been notified. - 
         The Moore’s were present.  He has contacted Morton Builders about a building because 
         he does not have the time to do the work he planned originally.  He submitted six copies 
         of a proposal done by Peter VanAlstyne for the members to review at this time.  He 
         mentioned parking; they feel parking in the rear will cause a hardship for them.  He 
         explained that they would rather not have the parking in the back.  They are planning to 
         close the northern-most driveway and the middle one; that is what Joe Visconti had 
         suggested.  The dumpster will be in the back of the building; he is required to enclosed 
         that.  They talked about how he could do that.  The Code requires 13 parking spaces; he 
         is proposing more than that.  The building will be around 1200 SF.  He would like to 
         start cutting trees down to clear land for the building; the members advised him to be 
         careful because he has to replace whatever he removed.  A discussion took place about 
         trees.  All setbacks and dimensions need to be put on the revised plats.  Can the members 
         agree to the parking, Mr. Moore asked?  Pat explained that he needs wider spaces and 
         must show how they are going to do that.  Will parking in the front and on the side 
         satisfy the Board?   Marc read from the Code; 81-31E.  Robert feels it might be helpful 
         to visit the property.  Mr. Moore was agreeable to that.  Marc suggested he look at the 
         parking issue.  A 10’ wide landscape buffer was discussed; lighting and signage were 
         also mentioned.  Mrs. Moore submitted a check tonight for $600 to the Secretary. 

        Pat told the Moore’s that they really need some professional help with this.  Don raised 

        the issue that this is in an R3 zone.  The Chairman said they have already discussed that 

        issue.  Hiring/not hiring an engineer became a length discussion.  The Chairman asked 

        the members how they feel about the parking; Marc read from the Code.  The Secretary 
        suggested to the applicants that they remove the two driveways from the next revision so

        it will be easier for the members to visualize; they were agreeable.  Mrs. Moore said that

        whatever they do will be an improvement to the property; they live there and realize the

        issues that pertain to living on a major road.  Safety is a huge issue for everyone.  Pat 

        noted that without contours on the map, we have no idea how this sits compared to the 

        road.  They talked about a 10’ wide berm.  Mr. Moore feels if they park in back and cover 
        the site with trees and berm, he will not be able to attract customers and he has wasted a 

        lot of money on this.  They will contact Peter VanAlstyne.
NEW BUSINESS:   
1. Jodee Kosnick – 48 Park Place – 33.-2-13 – Home occupation – R2 zone – The neighbors have been notified and the plans have been submitted – This is an allowable occupation; the members reviewed the plat submitted.  Jodee said that #10 should be a yes on the EAF application, since she has to be licensed by NYS to operate this business and she has a current valid license.  The dimensions of the beauty shop structure are not on the plans; those have to be added.  She has told Peter VanAlstyne that.  The 20’ driveway is now 90’ in length; it is now paved and includes the off-street parking.  Marc noted the environmental review; the Board must determine if there is a significant environmental impact.  The determination of significance has to be made.  Marc read from page two of the form and asked the members if there will be impacts; is this consistent with the current Town Code?  The members considered his questions; it is consistent with the Code and there are no impacts that will cause concern to the community.  Cheryl made a motion indicating that there will be no significant negative impact to the community; Tim seconded the motion and unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members agreed.  A motion was then made by Cheryl that subject to the map being updated as noted, this be set for a Public Hearing on July 17 at 7:10 pm; Robert seconded the motion and unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members voted in agreement.  We will need the revised plans by that date.      
2. Consuelo Yager - (James Allard) – 33.-1-7 – Two-lot subdivision – R3 zone – No fee received – Neighbors not notified as of 6/18/08 – Need letter from Mrs. Yager (?) – Marc called Andy Howard and they have reached an agreement concerning the easement.  He talked to the Supervisor and subject to Town Board approval, there will be 
                an easement.  The Town will accept responsibility and maintain the sidewalk along the 
        property line; that is subject to Town Board approval.  A condition on the map will say 
                that; if there is going to be an easement, by virtue of the Town Board accepting 
        maintenance of  it, it accepts responsibility for the sidewalk.  At this point, we don’t 
        know if there is going to be one.  The subdivision does not show that easement now; Mr. 

        Howard said that will be included and available for the Public Hearing if one is 

        scheduled.  In terms of the access issue where the Town is storing material; the Town 
        has to determine whether it wants to maintain that area.  Mr. Allard and his attorney have 

        requested an agreement in writing to establish the Town’s access to that area.  If it is not 

        going to be used by the Town, Mr. Allard would like to know that; he would like to 
        know either way.  If it is going to be terminated, then he may be owned money from last 
        July, Marc noted, until the current time.  There is currently the issue of to whom the 
        payment would be made.  The tax maps of the property still show this as the property of 
        Consuelo Yager.  The EAF must be revised since the property cannot be used for 
        commercial; the zoning is residential.  Marc suggested he may want to talk to the Town 
        Board about his current proposed uses.  If the Board feels the map is sufficient, they 
        could set it for a Public Hearing, Marc added; Robert asked why Mrs. Yager is not here?  
        Marc explained; the Planning Board still has the right to say no to the subdivision.  Mr. 
       Allard noted that he could get a letter from her saying that he is authorized to do this; the 
       Chairman felt that would be sufficient.  Marc will call Andy Howard tomorrow about 
       this.  He emailed the Supervisor to identify and address the issues for the Town Board; he 
       is out ill.  Marc noted that Peter could also present this to the Town Board; Marc will 
       speak to Peter after the meeting.  There is an agreement to add the easement subject to the 
       condition they talked about.  Robert asked for clarification; the easement will look like 
       the one adjoining it.  Mr. Allard signed the EAF.  The Board made their determination of 
       significance; the environmental assessment.  Could the action result in any adverse 
       effects associated with the following:

Are there any other long term, short term or cumulative impacts that will result from this action, Marc asked?  The members agreed there would be none.  Cheryl made a motion to determine that this will have no impacts; she declared a negative dec.  Tim seconded her motion and unanimously, the members voted in agreement by a show of hands and an aye vote.  Mary Ellen made a motion to set this for Public Hearing on July 17 at 7:20 pm; Cheryl 

        seconded the motion.  Robert asked if the application will be before the Town Board before  

        the 17th; July 14th is the next Town Board meeting.  Mr. Allard is only looking for a letter 
        saying yes or no from the Town Board.  A brief discussion took place with Marc and some of 
        the members.  Maps are to be updated showing the easement; the approval of the subdivision 
        could be conditional, Marc noted.  Unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote, the 
        members agreed to the motion made.  Mr. Allard has to notify the adjoining neighbors of the 
        subdivision application.  The Secretary explained the procedure to him.
