OLD BUSINESS:
1. John and Bonnie Kroha – Conservation Subdivision – CR 28A – Tim Ooms recused himself from the discussion on the application.  Peter VanAlstyne reported that nothing is new with this application.  He will be reviewing the EAF to possibly make some acreage changes.  The Krohas were not present.  The application and the EAF may be revised.  The County Highway Department visited the site for the driveways as proposed on the plat.  They gave their okay on all except one, Peter said.  It is the one that Pat expressed his concern about in the past; it is the one farthest towards the Oom’s Farm.  They need to work 

         with the County on this; Pat noted that it is at 10% now.  Did they finalize any specs., Peter 

         asked Pat; yes, Pat replied.  Peter had helped inspire those driveway specs., Pat said.  

2. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – Nothing new has been received as of 1/8/09.  No one was present.  Marc asked Don if any of the major issues with the Department of Health have been resolved; no, Don replied.

3. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat said that nothing is new on this.
4. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – CR 21 – New application and EAF due – No one was present.
5. Kunziker LLC – (a/k/a Whitney Fields – Bean Subdivision) – Rte 203 & Garrigan Rd – 

                Request to modify previously approved conservation subdivision; remove sidewalks – 

                Ownership of the property has not been established; Marc advised them that this had to be 

                done.  He received a letter of credit from Pioneer for Whitney Fields; this cannot be finalized 
                until the ownership is established.  The application may need to be updated, Marc added.  

                Gerard said that the new owner has discussed with the owners who are living there the

                question of whether or not they could remove the sidewalk requirement.  Currently, not even

                half of the project has been completed; there are only 4 of the 16 approved right now.  It 

                would have more weight, he feels, if at least half of the homes were owned.  Pat noted that

                this is reminiscent of Little Falls.  Marc will follow up with a call to Brian Hart to see what

                is going on.  James asked if Hart just bought the townhouse development and not the 

                conservation area; correct.  A real estate appraiser who had been hired by the bank contacted

                Gerard asking how many houses could be built in the conserved area; one.  So the bank is 

                technically the owner of that right now.  Tim thought it may have been sold within the last 
                month.  Robert asked about requesting the new owners to create an escrow account; Pat said

                that is what we are doing.  Marc said that Pat did an estimate; he explained that he will deal
                with that.   

Regarding the Dedrick subdivision that was approved last month, Peter VanAlstyne submitted a letter from the County Highway Department this evening.  He is adding the notes to the map.  He emailed to Marc a copy of the prepared description to be filed with the deed at the Courthouse.  Marc asked if this was a description of the easement; does that need to be prepared as a deed, Peter asked?  Yes, it needs to be filed as if it were a deed; Peter needs to come up with language that says there can be no development on this parcel.  Mr. Dedrick has hired a lawyer, Peter added.  He asked Marc if the language he emailed to him was okay; Marc just received it and has not had time to review it.  He took Peter’s phone number.  The applicant is generally responsible for drafting the language, Marc added.

OTHER:
1.    Liaison to Village Planning Boards – Cheryl Gilbert was excused.
2.    Co-Chairman, 9/9H Corridor Committee – Robert reported that a meeting was held; 

                 DOT was represented at that meeting.  He reported that it has been explained to Doug; 

                 what needs to be done and he seems fine with it.  A Project Management Plan has to be 

                 filled out.  He explained what they are currently doing.  There is a ceiling on the amount; 

                 the State is only funding 20% of the project.  There is an unlimited amount; around 

                 $50,000.  They should be under at $45,000; that still has to be verified.  It seems

                 to be moving along, Robert said; it doesn’t seem to be under the gun.  Currently, there

                 is around $225,000 available, he added.  They have a 33-page RFP prepared; they still have

                 some time to tweak that.  The timing is good; getting the paperwork done.  If this takes

                 three months, that is still good.  They would like to get the consultant working in the

                 summer, Robert said.  The Corridor Study will look at the corridor; 9 and 9H.  Originally, 

                 they were charged with doing Comprehensive Plan review, he added.   A lot of 
                 Comprehensive Plan, economic development, land use and traffic study; a large amount 

                 of work is going to be requested to be done.  Gerard explained what DOT is looking at; this 

                 will help their planning also.  James asked where their boundaries are; Robert responded.

                 It goes from Slovak’s down into the roundabout and through the Villages; at the suggestion 

                 of the engineer, they have incorporated side roads like 203, State Farm Road and 28, Robert 

                 explained.  They have expanded in many ways; depending on the cost, then they may cut 

                 the side roads.  There is no other commercial property on 9 and 9H, but they still asked for

                 some studies to see what the traffic will be.  James asked if they will be resolving any of the 

                 zoning inconsistencies; he gave an example on the corner of Maple Lane South and Route 

9. They are surrounded by commercial property; they are zoned residential.  If they have a
                 particular interest in that, Robert suggested they show up at one of Peter’s meetings.  

                 Mary said that across the road there is a non-commercial lot.  Tim asked how much this is 

                 going to cost; Robert doesn’t know yet.  James asked who the bidders will be; there is a 

                 gang of bidders, Robert replied.  They aren’t people who are involved in the study, are they, 

                 James asked?  It will go out to a consultant, Robert answered.  It gets published, Gerard 

                 said.  Hopefully, it is moving along; it has been a long time coming, Robert added.  So 

                 much is Federal money, Gerard said.  Robert talked about monies that may be available 

                 soon according to Gillibrand’s office; he elaborated.  It is pretty interesting what is

                 happening; it was an interesting meeting, Robert said.   

3.    Liaison(s) to Town Board – Mary Keegan-Cavagnaro; Robert Cramer – The Town Board 

        will meet on Monday night, the Chairman noted. 
4.    Comprehensive Plan Committee – Gerard said that Robert touched on the RFP; bids are 

        due back in.  That grant is much smaller.  James asked when those meetings are; Gerard 

        said they are on Wednesdays when the Corridor Committee does not meet.  Robert said that 

        he has invited this group to meet with his group next Wednesday to share information.  He
        will shoot an email to James.

5.    PB Liaison – Michael had nothing to report.
6.    Revised Code Suggestion Committee – Marc will be added to this; as requested by the 
                 Chairman.  Some of this will be done through the Comprehensive Plan, Marc said.  The
                 Secretary said that she is still reviewing the Code for errors and would like to see those

                 taken care of; Marc will be coming up with a procedure for this.  Robert suggested there

                 be one place where the corrections will be made; one person making the corrections.

                 Don Kirsch asked about the status of the Kyle Mitchison project; we are waiting for the 

                 easement language, the Secretary replied.  Marc added that the Town of Chatham is waiting 

                 for a response from the ACOE and DEC; their Public Hearing was approved contingent on

                 two or three things yet, Peter said.  It was approved in Kinderhook.

7.    Public comments – none.
At 7:45 pm, Robert made a motion to adjourn; Tim seconded the motion and unanimously the members agreed.
