APPROVE MINUTES:     February 12 and 19, 2009 – The Chairman asked for deletions, corrections, etc.; there were none.  Robert made a motion to accept the minutes as presented; Edward seconded the motion.  Unanimously, by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members approved the minutes

There was no discussion on the correspondence.

PUBLIC HEARING:
7:10 PM – JCS Prosperity Properties, Inc. – 22.-1-3.120 – 3429 US Rte 9 – Existing Site Plan – B1/MFO Zone  - The Secretary read the Public Hearing notice.  The applicant summarized the project at the request of the Chairman.  They are seeking approval for parking spots; parking storage of vehicles.  The Chairman asked for public comments; there were none.  The Hearing, which opened at 7:10 pm, closed at 7:12 pm with a motion from Robert.  William seconded that motion and unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote, the Board members agreed.  

The members reviewed the plats, which have not been revised yet to include the changes previously requested by the Board.  A change will  be made from “proposed parking” to “vehicle storage area” on the plans to be revised.  They were to add dimensions to the sign also.  Marc reminded the members of the changes that have been made already.  Robert and Pat asked about the location of the sign; the applicant said it is very close to where it actually is on the property.  A $25 final review fee will be due once the revised plans have been signed and stamped, the Secretary noted.  The applicant will provide us with six copies of the revised plans, she said.  Robert made a motion that once we receive the changes to the plats, the application will be complete and the project is conditionally approved pending those changes; Tim seconded the motion and by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members agreed.

OLD BUSINESS:
1.     John and Bonnie Kroha – Conservation Subdivision – CR 28A – EAF being 

        revised by surveyor – There is nothing new at this time.

2.     DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Exisiting one-

        family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying 

        for additional over-night camper parking sites – Nothing new has been received.

3.     Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat reported on this last week.

4.     Greenfield Real Estate LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – CR 21 – 

         New application and EAF due – Nothing has been received.

5.     Consuelo Yager – State Farm Rd – Re-stamp/Re-sign previously approved sub-

        division plats; Marc has contacted Andy Howard.  The approved stamped plat will 

        be sent to him by the Secretary.  He will attempt to file that with the County Clerk,

        Marc added.

NEW BUSINESS:
      1.     Carlos B. and Carlin G. Masterson – 54.-1-57.200 – 157 Wagon Wheel Rd. – AR 

              Zone – Conversion of existing garage to accessory apartment – William Better was 

              present; he represented the applicants.  The members reviewed the proposal.  He is 

              looking for site plan review for an apartment for a family member.  Peter 

              VanAlstyne has prepared the plans.  The property is on two sides of Wagon Wheel

              Road.  William gave some background on the property and its existing residence. 

              There is parking for two cars.  Marc asked if the applicant has received a copy of the 

              ZBA resolution; William did.  Pat asked if there was a letter from the Health 

              Department about the septic(s); William did not remember.  Marc reminded the 

              Board that the ZBA set the condition that the location of the septic be common;

              Marc’s understanding is that it is located behind the house.  The location should be

              put on the map.  William thinks there is one well; he can show that as well, he said.

              Show the well and septic; that these are as-built plans, Marc said.  The Chairman 

              asked about the pool area noted on the map; is that where water collects or is there 

              actually a pool there?  There is a lovely pool there, William replied.  Cheryl was

              having trouble with orientation, she said; William clarified.  Don asked if the 

              apartment is currently occupied; Don should know that, William replied, because he   

              has not been there recently.  Don added that he has not issued a C/O yet.  Marc 

              began the SEQRA review with the members; he was reviewing the Type II’s that 

              might match this.  He read from the SEQRA definitions; this could be a Type II. 

              The Board should decide; this is not a controversial project.  The Chairman asked

              for a motion determining the type of action; Tim made a motion declaring this a

              Type II action; Cheryl seconded the motion.  Edward asked if the utilities, septic and 

              well are one; it was his recollection that they had to be.  Marc said that he was 

              correct.  Derick was chosen to vote with the members.  Seven can vote, the 

              Chairman noted.  Unanimously, by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members 

              agreed to the motion.  Edward mentioned a previous discussion regarding the 

              dimensions of the floor space for the apartment to be indicated on the map; correct, 

              the Chairman replied.  William will include the footprint of the building, he said.  

              The septic and well should be located on the map, Robert and Pat agreed.  Mr.

              Better asked if this could be set for a Public Hearing; a $50 fee for the accessory

              apartment application is due, the Secretary noted.  Robert made a motion to set this

              for a Public Hearing on April 16th at 7:10 pm; Tim seconded the motion and the

              Board agreed unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote.      

              The Chairman brought to Mr. Better’s attention the fact that the subdivision plats

              were never filed for a subdivision called “Peggy’s Park”, which he owns in the

              Town.  Mr. Better explained that he paid to have two surveys done on that property

              and was turning it over to the Town, however, the previous Town Attorney was to

              prepare the documents for filing the subdivision and never did that.  The 62 days

              have long since passed; it was approved in May 2007.  He was going to file it

              simultaneously with the plat, but that never happened.  William felt he had done

              all he was going to do with this; Marc suggested that they talk.  The Secretary will

              provide the file information to Marc for his review.

1.     Notices to property owners re: approvals/filing of plats – Marc said that he and 

        the Secretary will be working on designing a prominent notice.

2.     Liaison to Village Planning Board – Cheryl reported on this last week.  She will

        not be able to attend the April 1st meeting in Valatie and asked if someone else

        could attend in her place.

3.     9/9H Corridor and Comprehensive Plan Review Committees – Robert said they 

        met again last night; the RFP is back down to 33 pages.  They have one more edit.  

         They have a meeting next Wednesday to hopefully finalize it.     

4.      Liaison to Town Board – Mary reported on this last week.

5.      PB Liaison –  Michael reported last week.  

6.      Revised Code Suggestion Committee – Marc emailed the list of suggested Code

         changes to the ZBA and Planning Board for their review; a meeting is being set up.

         Michael asked that a copy of the list be emailed to him.  Most of the suggestions

         were covered in the joint meeting, Marc added.  Mary asked if the meeting will be

         an open meeting; Marc said he would look at the Town Law on open meetings.  

         William Butcher asked about the process; will they be bundled or taken one at a 

         time; Marc was unsure.  He offered some insight, but did not really know what the

         process would be; it will really be up to then Town Board.  William felt that some 

         of the things were pretty straight forward.

7.      Public Comments - none

At 7:45 pm, Tim made a motion to adjourn; Robert seconded the motion and the members agreed unanimously.
