OLD BUSINESS:
1. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-

              family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites –

              Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – New plats received 

              on 5/12/09 –  Matthew Griesemer was present; the Chairman noted that there   

              were corrections to be made as requested previously by the members.  The scale 

              has been corrected; 1”=40’.  The water and sewage note is on sheet LMG1; it 

              has been upgraded.  The Chairman read from the Lansing Engineering letter, 

              dated 5/8/09.   The members reviewed the revised plats; dated 5/8/09.  A 

              separate sheet to LMG1 was distributed to the members; it was a revision to the 

              grading plan that Matthew received today.  Pat mentioned that the width of the

              cul de sac is not on the plat; Matthew said it will be added.  Edward noted R45;

              is that the radius?  Yes.  #7; there are no ADA standards, Matthew said.  If the 

              Board wants a wider parking spot, they can do that.  Gerard replied that they 

              could make that a condition.  Matthew mentioned the options of a safety bench

              or a fence; they have added both on DT6 at the top of that page.  The schematic

              of the fence is on DT2.  It is a split-rail fence, Pat noted; there is a safety bench,

              Matthew replied.  Edward that the standard for split-rail posts is 4’ above grade; 

              the first rail at 3’ and 18” for the second one.  Robert said a chain link would be

              better.  They could staple turkey wire to it, Pat said.  The labeling is not great,

              Matthew noted.  It is decorative fence, Cheryl said.  They discussed the fence

              required for the Widewaters project.  We will come back to that, Gerard said.  

              He continued reading from the engineering letter.  Regarding the paving, Paul 

              mistakenly said that the existing road was paved, Matthew said; it is not.  

              However, he continued, it is a substantial road; see DT2 for the cross section.

              The sub-base is 12”.  His client is trying to keep the rural character of the site; 

              they would rather not pave it.  It is an RV park.  Pat thought it was all right for 

              what they have there.  A brief discussion took place.  The Secretary said that

              Don asked her to tell the Board that he feels they should pave 30’ at the 

              entrance.  Pat spoke about the material they are using; it is crusher run.  He said

              they used it at the Town Park; it is good for weight loads, Edward added.  

              Matthew will note the comments, he said.  He mentioned a previous discussion

              about the easements; they added language on the first page about that, he said.  

              Paul is still planning on drafting that, Matthew added.  He is working with Marc

              on it.  At the next meeting, Gerard said, we could set it for a Public Hearing.  

              Pat asked if the letter from the Health Department would be here by then; 

              Matthew assumes so.

    3.       Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat said that he had been issued 

              a subpoena to testify; Marcel had a clause in his contract with Valenti for 

              arbitration.  Marcel was unhappy and got after them.  At the last minute, they

              settled it.  RJ had to put $300,000 in the bank in escrow toward the closure; he is

              going tom pay all of Marcel’s legal bills.  RJ is really closing it now.  It won’t 

              look drastically different than it does now, but if he changes the topsoil, there

              won’t be puddles.  DEC will leave him alone if he puts back the topsoil; it is     

              very clayey (sp.?) there.              

Gerard invited the members to review from time to time the documents in the Planning Board mailbox in the hallway; they change periodically and are there for everyone to look at when they have a minute or two to do that.

1.     Liaison to Village Planning Board – Cheryl reported that Valatie had nothing on

        their agenda; Certified Reports has moved out of their building in the Village of

        Kinderhook.  They have a new facility in Troy and one in Schodack, Mike said.

        The Bordewick project didn’t get their funding; it is just sitting there now, Cheryl

        said.  Tim Holk got his approval for 108 units on Main Street.  There is no access

        to the Creek, Gerard added.  

2.     9/9H Corridor and Comprehensive Plan Review Committees – Robert said he 

        had a lot to tell, but would be brief.  There were two representatives at the meeting 

         last night.  What was originally written was too in depth for the size of this Town; 

         the scope of what was written.  It could come in between $600,000-$900,000 now.      

         There will be a lot more interaction with the public which is good.  It will be better 

         for the Town.  Some pretty interesting stuff happened last night, Robert said.  

3.      Liaison to Town Board – Mary said the Code Committee Meeting is May 28th; 

         there are 21 items on their list of concerns.  Gerard added that they have prioritized

         things.  They are trying to conform the Town Code to the State Building Code, he

         said.  There are a lot of differences between the two.  Marc is working with the

         Building Department on that.  The Town is in the process of creating a Kinderhook

         Power Authority, Mary continued, under the Chairmanship of Peter Bujanow.   He

         Will be working with Cornell; wind maps are available to determine placement of

         the windmills.  

4.  PB Liaison – Mike said that all are welcome to come to the meeting on the 19th at

 the Middle School.    

5.  Revised Code Suggestion Committee –  Marc was excused from tonight’s 

         meeting.

At 7:40 pm, Tim made a motion to adjourn; Mary seconded the motion and the members agreed unanimously.
