OLD BUSINESS:

1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat said that nothing is new.

       2.    John and Bonnie Kroha – (for Susan Losee) – 44.-1-3.100 – CR 28A – 

              Conservation Subdivision – Peter VanAlstyne reported nothing new.

       3.    DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – 12.-1-21 – Conditions, plats and 

              easements – Paul Freeman was present.  A check for $608.75 was received for 

              the escrow account.  A packet has been submitted to DOT for their approval.  

              Joe Visconti has it, but they have not heard back from him yet.  That, as Paul 

           understands it, was the only issue.  It may be months before they get a response 

           from DOT, Paul mentioned.  He requested that the Board consider granting the

           approval conditioned on the DOT approval.  Marc previously received a draft

           resolution from Paul’s office; Marc sent back his comments, but has not heard

           back from Paul on that.  It looked fine to Paul.  Marc asked if they would include

           the condition of the DOT approval in that; Paul said he could include that.  They

           referred to the minutes, as they highlighted the remaining issues.  Paul read 

           through; they will get a final set of plans once they receive the final approval.  He

           will bring those in.  Operation is limited from April 1-November 1; that was on 

           the original application.  They will remove the existing water and sewer 

           facilities for two sites located behind the residence.  There is a note on the plan to

           that affect, Paul said.  He will file the easements he provided.  They are cross

           easements and will be attached to the resolution.  One is for the well and the other 

           is for the septic.  The first 30’ of the north entrance will be paved.  The 24’ 

           turning radius has been incorporated into the plan, but has not yet been approved 

           by DOT, Paul added.  The remainder of the park will be gravel road.  They will 

           construct a split-rail fence around the pond as long as it has the back wire 

           around it.  Essentially, those are the conditions of approval, Paul said.  There is a

           note on the map about the easements.  Marc asked if they could get the draft 

           resolution to the Planning Board by the next meeting; he could email it to the 

           Chairman, who will send it on to the members.  Paul will prepare the DOT

           language and fax that to Marc.  They will be in touch.

NEW BUSINESS:
1.     Mark Cebula and Margaret Zollo – 13.-1-31.200 – 10 Hidden Acres Rd., - AR     

        Zone – Proposed three-lot subdivision – (Preliminary review fee and SEQRA 

        not received) – Peter VanAlstyne and the applicants were present.  Maps and 

        application were mailed to members previously.  Peter gave some history on the

        property; this borders Ron Pinkowski’s property.  They were previously one parcel. 

        They have a 50’ easement that Ron maintains.  The first section is relatively flat; not

        without some obstacles.  The object is to create a big piece on the top of the hill, 

        Peter said.  A house exists already and they would like to build on the bottom of the

        hill.  Marc asked when the original subdivision was; Peter will figure that out for 

        Marc.  The proposed conservation area will be contiguous with Pinkowski’s, Peter

        said.  The subdivision account goes back to the original parcel, Peter added.  He

        talked about the easement and the driveway; further study has to be done for grades

        for the driveway.  Peter noted that the road is in pretty good shape; Ron has done 

        some work there.  The members reviewed the plats.  The Secretary made copies of

        the deed and easements documents provided by Peter.  Marc said the previous 

        subdivisions will have to be reviewed as well.  Peter and Pat discussed a potential

        road; grade of driveway.  The Chairman would like to do a walk-through first.  Marc

        said we will have to find the old records on this.  Peter will see what he can find at

        the County.  Peter will also be looking at the soils and will try to decide if this is a

        major subdivision.  Ms. Zollo gave the Secretary a check for $50 for the preliminary

        review fee.

7. Other – Pat said he saw a copy of the letter from Don Kirsch to the Seventh Day Adventist Church.  How did that work out with the Code?  Marc does not think they have a problem coming before the Planning Board.  Pat spoke of a similar project he has in Claverack.  They will be here next week; the Secretary was told to add them to our agenda.  The applicant phoned the Secretary to find out what the fee was.  Their intention is to go through site plan review.

At 7:45 pm, Robert made a motion to adjourn; Gerard seconded the motion and unanimously the members agreed.
