Regarding the final approval on Fairland Estates, when completed, in a November 7th letter, they were told to set up an escrow account.  Pat has been making inspections, but never got paid.  They never put anything in for construction escrow; the project is about done.  He asked for $2500; he will write a letter and the Planning Board will send it out.  He reported that about 2000’ of road is paved.  The base coat is down; he encouraged the Board members to walk through and take a good look at the road.  It came out nice, Pat said.  Robert spoke with Clinton, who said they don’t want to publish them until they are ready for sale.  

Robert introduced the newly appointed Planning Board Secretary, Jessica Rickert, who was present.  Barbara Beaucage was not re-appointed and will be leaving the position.  Edwin Simonsen and Gerard Minot-Scheuermann, previous PB Chairmen, were present and joined Robert Cramer and the Board in wishing her well and thanking her for her conscientiousness and dedication.
