A Motion was made by Mary Kegan-Cavagnaro to approve the above mentioned Minutes. Motion seconded by Chris Simonsen. Cheryl Gilbert abstained as she was not present for those meetings. All remaining members in favor. Motion carried; Minutes approved.

C. Old Business

1. Tierra Farms: Building Department Violation

D. New Business

1. Audra Macfarlane - Application for In-Home Business:

Ms. MacFarlane was present and represented herself before the Board. Application and site plans were distributed to the Board. Ms. Macfarlane described her intentions for an In-Home Salon. The house is approximately 1,100 square feet. The salon will be in the basement of the raised ranch style home and 390 square feet is currently allotted to the business. Regulation in the Code stipulate only 25% of the square footage of the home be dedicated to the business. It was the recommendation of the Board that the applicant revise the application and plans to indicate that the business not exceed 250sq ft or 25% of the actual square footage of the house. The Chairman reviewed and signed the Short Environmental Assessment Form. Ms. MacFarlane does have her state license and will obtain a business license as required as well.  The Engineer inquired about the date of the septic system. The applicant thought that it was original to the house which dates from the late 1960's. Ms. Macfarlane has considered an additive to the system to deal with any chemicals introduced as a result of the salon. 
A Motion was made by Robert Cramer to schedule a Public Hearing on this application for Thursday, February 16, 2012 at 7:05pm.  Motion seconded by Cheryl Gilbert. All in favor. Motion carried. 
2. Debye-Saxinger - Two Lot Subdivision: 
Mr. Quackenbush of Clark Engineering was present to represent the applicants. The application and site plans were distributed to the Board. Mr Bebye-Saxinger would like to cut five acres off of his 39.6 acre parcel to give to his son. The project was described to the Board. The Board made Mr. Quackenbush aware of the Code addressing Conservation Subdivision of properties greater than 20 acres. 19.5 acres of this project would have to be placed in conservation. The Board requested that additional features be added to the site plans: any additional lots with house sitings, contours, septics and wells, driveways, etc.
