D. Old Business
1. Public Hearing - Mark Cebula: Minor Conservation Subdivision 
Peter VanAlstyne distributed revised plans of the project. Acreage was added to the conservation area along County Route 28 to accommodate the road frontage requirement. 
The conserved area now totals more than 50% of the property. Using the frontage on the county road and the frontage on the 50’ private drive coming in for the total frontage. 3% of perimeter is 160’; there are 287’ along the drive and county road.  Access to the potential lot three was relocated to come off of the asphalt drive north of lot 2.

Robert Cramer: Those were the two items that were brought to our attention by the public. It appears they are solved. Any questions form the Board? 
Further clarification of the diagrams was provided. It was show that the applicant’s property has 27.22’ of road frontage along 28B. 
No additional information about deed restrictions was provided to the attorney and there are no further concerns regarding this issue .

D. New Business
1. Rachel Samuels - Lot Line Adjustment representing Robert J. Ihlenburg Surveyors. 
Representative of the Applicants distributed plans of the proposed project on Hennett Road. On property is owned by the Novaks, the other by the Huycks. The Novak property can be seen on the top of the map. His property is L shaped and goes back to the south down a hill to a stream. He’s no so interested in that part of the property; he likes the lawn area closer to the road. The Huyck’s like that raw land down there for ATVs and other activities. So they’d like to do a little bit of an adjustment. Application and EAF have been filled out and  authorizations from the owners will be provided. 
The Board requested that several additional items be added to the plans provided:

-USGS contours 
-Utilities with general area of wells and septics

-Draw outline of lots and indicate zoning.  
Also requested to provide the final deed descriptions on the new properties. 

A Public Hearing can be set when these additions have been made. 
The fee is $200 and site plan review is $50. 
2. Audra MacFarlane. McCagg Road. Applicant is seeking approval of an in home business, a salon, and attended the meeting to obtain guidance on how to proceed with the application. It was recommended by the Board that the applicant read Section 81-17 of the Code, paying special not to Item 10 concerning Traffic and Parking. It was recommended that the applicant provide a Site Plan. A Public Hearing would be required.
