B. Correspondence
1. Review of Minutes:

August 11 & 18, 2011 
September 8 & 15, 2011
October 13 & 20, 2011

2. A phone call was received from the Columbia Memorial Hospital in regard to a proposed wind screen in front of the new establishment at the Ocean State Plaza. Sketches of the proposed design were sent to the Board via e-mail.  It is the opinion of the Chairman of the Board that this matter is under the discretion of the Building Department as long as the tenant meets the ADA requirements and the fire code regulations. 

C. Old Business
1. Novak/Huyck - Lot Line Adjustment
Represented by Ms. Samuels. Revised plans were submitted and distributed to the Board. The application and check were received. Public Hearing has been set for November 17, 2011 at 7:10pm; notice appeared in the newspaper and notices were sent to neighboring property owners.

D. New Business
1. Tierra Farms: Darren Grout. 

Copies of the application and plans were distributed to the Board. The applicant built the building without acquiring building permit. The applicant was under the assumption that the contractor had obtained the building permit, however, they had not. A check was received along with the application. The applicant is now seeking Planning Board approval for the addition. The Building Department was provided with plans. Electrical approval was also obtained by a licensed electrician. The applicant stated that there was no plumbing in the building. 
At this point the Planning Board is concerned with a Site Plan Review.  A Public Hearing should still be held. 

Mr. Cramer inquired about the outbuilding in the back, noted as the Shop. There are bathrooms in that building. It is considered to be a storage building. Bathrooms were added for workers’ use. Mr. Cramer asked if anyone was living in the structure or were there any intentions for anyone to live there. The applicant stated that there was no one living there and that there was no running water and that it is not being used currently. When the applicant received the Notice of Violation they immediately closed them. They were told by the Building Department to seek Health Department approval for a septic before turning on the plumbing. The Health Department has since visited the site and approved plans for a septic system.   

Mr. Cramer stated that they have to be clear with the Building Department, the fact that it was approved as storage and it could potentially be used as something different from that. If it doesn’t meet the criteria they would have to seek a variance from the Zoning Board.  

Mr. Howard stated that the violation response from the Building Department said in order to remedy this you need to have Site Plan approval for the addition, Site Plan approval for the change in use of that building from storage to break room/bathroom facility, and the requirement of the Building Department in connection with those two things was require and have reviewed As-Built Plans for the addition, Columbia County Health Department approval for the septic system for the break room/bathroom facilities, and a third party 

Mr. Wijeskoj, representing the applicant, stated that the septic approval was submitted to Don Kirsch and there are stamped drawings. 
Mr. Howard recommended to the Board that if the Board were to hold a Public Hearing on this matter that the applicant provide these documents for the Planning Board files at the time of the Public Hearing. 

Public Hearing could potentially be set at the next Planning Board Meeting for December 15, 2011 at 7:10.
