C. Old Business
1. Mark Cebula:  Subdivision. Mr. Cebula and Peter VanAlstyne attending.
The direction of the project is changing and currently under development. Mr. Cebula is seeking clarification of the implications for future additional subdivisions of the property, however there are no plans for such at this time. He wants to make sure that the current project would not preclude the possibility of future subdivisions in the future. The Board reviewed the property map and potential configurations for the proposed project. There will be a single drive, single septic, single proposed house on the proposed subdivided parcel. The property is currently 26 acres: if 2 acres are cut off for a new lot, 13 acres (half of the original 26) would go into conservation, leaving 11 acres which could potentially be subdivided in the future? Mr. Cebula has consulted with Andy Howard. The attempt of the owner is to bring the future parcels under the 20 acre conservation requirement threshold. 

The Board suggested that any potential future lots be reflected through a notation on the plans, despite the hypothetical nature of such lots.  Any potential lot lines placed on the plan today could be reconfigured in the future.
