C. Old Business
1. Mark Cebula:  Subdivision. Communication has transpired between the applicant and Andy Howard. The project is being reevaluated and redesigned. Peter VanAlstyne is waiting to hear from the engineer about storm drains, etc. 
2. Tom Hall: Trailer Park. Awaiting application to Zoning Board.
3. Valatie Rescue Squad Property. Awaiting appeal to and decision from Town Board. 
D. New Business
1. Leffingwell: Merger of Lands. Featherbed Lane, Kinderhook:  Represented by Peter VanAlstyne. 
Mr. VanAlstyne submitted permission of representation which was placed on file. Featherbed Lane is located off Mile Hill Road. The Leffingwell’s own a two acre parcel which is shown on the map provided in light dashed lines. They currently own that, and the Leffingwell family owns the remainder of a larger chunk to the west, about 70 some acres. The mother is conveying off approximately 4 acres to merge with 2 acres belonging to the daughter, creating a  6.75 acre lot. There are no improvements on the 4 acres. The setbacks and the buildings are show. The well and septic are shown on the adjoining parcel. There’s plenty of frontage left, 1,000 feet. The project appears straightforward. An Application and Short Environmental Assessment Form have been received. Fee schedule is the same in reverse for a subdivision: $200 + $50 for preliminary plot study. The issue of the language concerning Merger of Land in the Code was discussed. Is a Public Hearing in order? It doesn’t appear to affect other property owners. Peter VanAlstyne has been researching State requirements in regard to this issue and has not come up with anything binding or substantial. Opinion of the Town Attorney will be sought, and a decision will be made to either set or waive the Public Hearing at the next voting Meeting.   
2. Richard Nesbitt: 2 Lot Subdivision. Route 203 & McCagg Road, Valatie. Represented by Samual March of Crawford & Associates.

The Chairman read through the application. Application, Short Form Environmental Assessment, Health Department report, Highway Department request for curb cut, and Engineers report were received along with $400.  Plans were distributed for the Board’s review. Existing lot is 13.93 acres. Findings of the engineers report indicate septic is doable. 
Pat Prendergast: The lot looks steep. Town Code stipulates that if the proposed drive is greater than a 5% grade a profile needs to be submitted. Add more specifics detail about the driveways. 
Robert Cramer: Also add reference about the mobile home being eliminated. Because there’s a change of use of the parcel, which is probably not zoned for Mobile Home Park, and so it cannot be replaced with another mobile home. 

Pat Prendergast: What’s the deal with the cottage? 

Samuel March: It’s more like a shed.  
Robert Cramer: Is there the potential that they’re going to eliminate that also?

Samuel March: I’m not sure about that. 

Pat Prendergast: There’s a 39’ side lot and the Code calls for 50’. So if the cottage goes away, it’s ok. Or the line needs to be moved. And you probably want to leave some of the room for the driveway. 

Robert Cramer: It creates a potential problem by where the line is drawn now. 

Jim Egnasher: Is that culvert existing? 

Samuel March: There is an easement from the adjoining property owners in regard to the existing shed and fence along the property line.  

Conditions: 1. Plans and profiles of the driveways with grading and drainage. 

2. Intentions for cottage/shed and mobile home.  

When these conditions are met, the applicant can reappear and a Public Hearing can be set.

Plans will show existing houses and setbacks. One lot is 4 acres the other is 2. The area is zoned 5 acres. Does the project need to appear before the ZBA. The Board will seek Attorney’s council.
