Supervisor Report

Councilman Peter Bujanow- gave a history of the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee and the work that has been accomplished. He explained the decision on combining the two committees (9/9H Corridor Study and the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee) He said that it has been a worthwhile experience. He spoke of the Code Committee and said they have identified 21 items to consider. He said the committee consists of Attorney Gerstman, the chairs of the Planning Board and the Zoning Board of Appeals and Code Enforcement Officer Don Kirsch.
Councilman Kipp- spoke of the trails committee. He said that there is a public outreach meeting scheduled for May 19th at 6:30PM at the Ichabod Crane Middle School explaining the trail system. He said that letters have been sent to all adjoining property owners. 
Councilwoman Johnson- spoke of the Summer Recreation Program and said that one of the biggest dilemmas was the swim program and that they were exploring other options. She said they were in negotiations at this time. 
Supervisor McGivney- spoke of the idea of the Town of Kinderhook being its’ own power authority using solar, wind and geo thermal to reduce the cost of electricity to the residents. He said that Councilman Bujanow would head the committee and that if anyone was interested to let them know. Councilman Bujanow explained the meeting he had with the president of NYSERDA regarding alternate energy. He explained that the Town would be the pilot program for the alternate energy program and that there is a lot of research to be done. Supervisor McGivney spoke of the Zipper Club and said that it would be very beneficial for people that have gone through major surgery and that people need to be reassured. He spoke of the Board of Election training for the handicap voting machines and said that it is a bi partisan effort to get the training for the inspectors. 
Councilwoman Kramarchyk- said that she was indebted to Barbara McGivney for making the parade arrangements, that due to scheduling conflicts she wasn’t able to. Supervisor McGivney explained that the parade will be held in the Village of Kinderhook. He explained where the line up would be and that it begins at 10:00AM. He explained that Barbara obtained a firing squad and that there will be a special flag ceremony. He spoke of the speakers and the rest of the program. 
10. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Gary Greenburg- said that he was disappointed in the assessment process and that his assessment was increased. He said the tax increase is too much. He said he was very discouraged and surprised that it was raised. He said that we are facing a tough economy and said that we will all have to move out. He said it is not being done fairly and said he is tired of taxes.
Mary Meyer- spoke of a permit that should not have been issued. She explained that her neighbor has a shed that is 6” from his house. She said nothing is being done about it. She read correspondence between the Supervisor and the Town Attorney and said the shed is in violation. She said it is a fire hazard. She said it was very upsetting to them.
Attorney Gerstman said that he understands her concern but that the permit is outstanding that there is work still to be done and that before it is over they will be in compliance.
Francis Meyer- said when the first shed was put up it was right on the property line. He said Glenn Smith was the Code Enforcer at the time and said he could not put a shed up on any part of the property because it was an undersized property. He said right now it is a fire hazard. He said he couldn’t sell his house right now.
Bob Cramer- thanked Peter for the comprehensive plan review committee work and congratulated him on his appointment to the Energy Committee. He asked about the Verizon antennas contract. He commended the Highway crew for all of the brush work they have done in the Town.
Mary Howard- said she listened with interest at the legitimate heartfelt complaints made by members of the audience and said that their legitimate complaints were dismissed. She said she listened to the Board members for 40 minutes regarding alternate energy and what a superb job they have done. She said it was very disturbing.
