4. A motion was made by Councilwoman Johnson and seconded by Councilwoman Kramarchyk to accept the amended agenda. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

8. A motion was made by Councilwoman Kramarchyk and seconded by Councilwoman Johnson to accept all correspondence and direct it to the appropriate departments or committees. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
9. A motion was made by Councilwoman Johnson and seconded by Councilman Kipp to accept all filed, written committee and departmental reports. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Report
Supervisor McGivney- spoke of the 911 ceremony that took place at Volunteer Park. He spoke of the speakers and said it was a nice affair.
 He announced the Blood Drive scheduled on October 23, 2009 in honor of Victoria Russo, he said she is doing very well. He said the reason they were doing it in October instead of February is because they couldn’t get their usual location. He said he has handouts and a list for the Board members to make calls to get people appointments. He said it works well. He said the Red Cross has special handouts for new donors.
 He spoke of the Special meeting that was held for the purposes of adopting a Bond resolution which would permit the Board to borrow money. He said the reason for that was that they were in fact running out of money. He said he was getting ready for the fact that they wouldn’t have money to make the regular indebtedness. He said the reason for that is, as you know we had a storm in December. He said the storm in December, we went ahead and did the entire cleanup and we were entitled to over $300,000.00. He said one of the problems that happened was that they were promised the money but it was two weeks before they got it. He said the Town Bookkeeper Pegeen Mulligan-Moore who has a good working relationship with them (FEMA and SEMA) and that in the past what they said would happen. He said this time it didn’t. He said he was upset and  he called the Board together and passed the resolution. He said in the event the money did not come in we would have the money together. He said as it happened the money came in on Monday morning so we did not have to. He said, had the check not come in Monday morning we would have been in shape to borrow against the money we had coming. 
  He spoke of the award that Town of Kinderhook Sole Assessor Barbara Beaucage received from NYSORPS for her outstanding efforts to provide fair and equitable assessments for property owners of  the 2009 assessment roll. He said he is very proud of Barbara and said she takes a lot of heat for what happens. He said we are regulated to how it is supposed to be done and she does it according to the rules and is recognized for it. He said it has benefits with it, he said we get a better STAR exemption, veteran’s exemption and higher rebates for the STAR program. He thanked Barbara.
Councilman Kipp- spoke of the trails committee meeting held on September 3, 2009 and said they finished up and submitted the inter municipal application between Kinderhook, Stuyvesant and Stockport. He said this was submitted to the Greenway Conservancy Small  for grants that were available for the 2009 year. He wanted to thank Sean Cummings from Stuyvesant for doing an awesome job on putting together the final paperwork. He said Stuyvesant and Stockport have officially formed trail committees. He said they are participating in their meetings and there a lot of knowledgeable people that are involved. He said on October 17, 2009 they will be walking Phase I and II sections of the trail to meet with adjoining land owners to express their concerns and ideas. He said the rain date will be the following day. He said letters will be going out to invite the people. He spoke of the Sleepy Hollow committee and that they wanted to get involved with planning and volunteering. He spoke of the trail system and said that we could connect all the different trails together and tying them all together will make the trail system very valuable.

10. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Frank Moses- said he did not want to be little anyone on the trails, but he said there was a lady that was attacked on Eichybush. He asked if anyone gave any thought on protecting the trail or the maintenance of the trail. He said he shouldn’t have to pay for something he does not use. He said sometimes politicians have no common sense. He spoke of McCagg Road and said the entire summer there has been no enforcement and asked if anyone had a problem with him. 
Barbara Romburger- said that the signs have not worked, that they still had truck traffic. She spoke of a bus going down the road and said there is no way a car could get by at the same time. She said she was disappointed with the Hannaford project and said the roundabout traffic has impacted McCagg Road. She suggested speed humps and to hire the Chatham police.
Ed Simonsen- thanked Mike for his efforts regarding the trails. He said the issue of trails was part of the comprehensive plan so it is great to see it come to fruition. He suggested bike stands at different locations. He spoke of the EMC and said there is great attendance and they have an interested group. He said one of the things they will be talking about is outdoor wood boilers and recommend to the County Board of Supervisors a resolution. He suggested activating a small conservation advisory council in the Town with people that are seriously concerned about the environment. 
11. OLD BUSINESS    
          A. Dog Park
Supervisor McGivney said he met at Volunteers Park with two members of the committee with their dogs. He said they suggested over by the North Building, that there is a shed building that could be used for the dog park entrance and then have a fenced in area. He said the idea is a good one with no expense to the Town.
          B. Outdoor Wood Burning Devices- Councilman Bujanow said that the Code Committee has reviewed the issues and has evaluated the various laws that exist out there. He said they considered various aspects from a number of different codes. He said the next step will be to get some Board input. He said he will solicit some comments from the Board members via email.

          C. Maple Lane
Supervisor McGivney said that the speed reduction has been applied for; he said Highway Superintendent Ruchel has prepared to line the road. He said the radar signs have been posted.
12. NEW BUSINESS
A. Schedule Special Meeting accepting 2010 Tentative Budget
A motion was made by Councilwoman Johnson and seconded by Councilwoman Kramarchyk to schedule a special meeting accepting the 2010 tentative budget October 2, 2009 at 7:30AM. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
B. Reschedule October Board Meeting
The meeting was rescheduled for October 19th starting at the regular time.

                  C. Cub Scout Pack 113 Concession at Soccer Program
Supervisor McGivney said the cub scouts were selling coffee and donuts during the soccer program, he said it was a busy day and everyone had a good time.
                  D. Dog Control Position
A motion was made by Councilwoman Johnson and seconded by Councilwoman Kramarchyk to hire Diane Ryan as the interim Dog Control Officer at the budgeted salary. Motion carried unanimously.

                  E. Polling Place District 7 and 8-St. Josephs

Supervisor McGivney said that in a recent development, St. Josephs has indicated a disinterest in continuing as a polling site. He suggested two other possibilities, the Highway Garage or the Christian School.
A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilwoman Johnson to offer the location of the Town of Kinderhook Highway Garage to the Columbia County Board of Elections in consideration for the replacement for the St. Josephs spiritual center. Motion carried unanimously.
                  F. Planning Board Quorum-Local Law #2-2009

   A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilwoman Johnson to adopt Local Law #2-2009 (Planning Board quorum). Motion carried unanimously.
13. PUBLIC COMMENTS- 

Frank Moses- spoke of the Town Board holding a meeting early in the morning. He said it obviously is a way to discourage the public from coming out and seeing what is going on.
