The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y.

The Town Board reviewed monthly bills. 
There was discussion on the purchase of a Highway department vehicle that was ordered by Highway Superintendent Ruchel. There was discussion on the procedures of considering purchases such as advertising, specs and the bidding process.

The Town Board discussed the issue and said that the he needs to come in on Monday the March 15, 2010 to discuss his needs.
Town Attorney Howard arrived. Supervisor Grattan went through the procurement policy and explained the document. Town Attorney Howard explained the policy regarding professional services. 
Councilman Kipp spoke of a feasibility study grant and the opportunity to utilize University of Albany students as a course project and asked if there would be the need for a Request for Proposal.

Councilman Bujanow explained to the Board that he authored the procurement policy document in 1995 and said that professional services or otherwise has been a Request for Proposal. He suggested making a chart to make it clear. He said the intent historically has been RFP.
Town Attorney Howard explained that the Town Board has the discretion to select professional services for quality service and the best price in Town and to maintain flexibility. There was lengthy discussion on the issue. Town Attorney Howard will look at the document and suggested was to send it to the Codes Committee for their review.

Supervisor Grattan distributed a draft credit card policy for the Town Board to review for next meeting.

Councilman Bujanow submitted copies of all correspondence exchanged between himself and the various contractors/engineers regarding the condensation problem at the highway garage. He explained the situation form the beginning and submitted and explained a report from Bearsch Compeau Knudson Architects  & Engineers PC and the recommendations. The issue was discussed at length.

Supervisor Grattan said that Town Engineer Pat Prendergast recommended Engineer Joe Uvene from Chatham inspect the problem and suggested it be put on the agenda for the Town Board meeting.
