9. Public Comments: 
Ed Simonsen- said that at the last meeting there was a public hearing on the OWB’s. He said there was some gentleman in the audience said it would be a good idea to have more information.
He said the Town Clerk will provide copies for anyone who is interested; he explained all of the documents that were submitted.
Bob Cramer- spoke of the meeting that was held with the Town Supervisor, Ed Simonsen and two representatives from DOT Dan Coons, Liaison and Carolyn Reinhoff. He explained that it may cost the Town a little bit of money for the project. He said the Federal funds are allocated, he said that the Town is responsible for the contract amount which is $225,000.00. He said that it is reimbursable except for the cost of creating the financing. He said that there has been a lot of hours spent on this with a dedicated group of people. He said he realizes that it is a substantial amount of money but that they had a one shot deal and that if they were able at some point work the finances out it would be to our own benefit. He said we are going to work on the comprehensive plan with the $7,500.00 budget that we have allocated for it.
Supervisor Grattan said that he explained to the members that the Town was not in a position to front any money. He said that they talked about the possibility of finding different ways to pay (RAN, BAN, TAN), he said the money is 100% reimbursable. He said the first step is to talk to the Town Attorney and some lenders about it.
