The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 
The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting.

Recreation Director Ray Hauley submitted to the Town Board and Recreation Commission copies of the Proposed Summer Program, Revenues and Children Participation. He gave an overview of the program. He spoke of the increases from 2008-2009. The Town Board reviewed the information submitted.
There was discussion on the swim program and attendance. Chairman of the Recreation Commission Mark Leinung said that it was a very important program and a valuable service to keep the swim program; he said the school does not provide the lessons.

Waterfront Director Rachel Gevlin spoke of the program regarding the swim lessons and the legal amount of lifeguards that have to work at the lake. 
There was discussion on the price of the lessons, if money was saved by closing in the afternoon. There was discussion on the beach fees, advertising and marketing to attract more people. Suggested was for Recreation Director Ray Hauley advertise for the swim program to school districts outside of Ichabod Crane and make press releases.
Recreation Director Ray Hauley explained the Concession stand and what they sell to the children. He said he was looking into vending machines. 

Summer Playground was discussed and the possibility of raising the fee and deals for multiple children in a family. 
Recreation Director Ray Hauley explained the Adult Basketball program. He said they run it by themselves with 8 teams and two courts. He said one person gets $250.00 to run the program.
He spoke of the tennis clinics and said they are here at Town Hall and Meaghan Lindsey is the instructor. He spoke of the kickball program and said it was a popular program. The Karate program was explained and suggested was a change in time for the program. Fall Soccer was discussed regarding the date the program begins and ends and that it also was a very popular program. Adult Volleyball was explained.

Councilman Bujanow asked about the Hacker lease and said that the fee dropped significantly last year. Discussed was the alternate site. Waterfront Director Rachel Gevlin said that she had a sentimental attachment to Knickerbocker Lake. She said she thought the alternate site had too much of a slope and would be difficult for the children.

Transportation of the children was discussed.

Town of Stuyvesant Town Board member Roz Gumaer spoke about nature programs and field trips. She asked if the Counselor in Training programs be offered to Town of Stuyvesant residents.
The Great Escape trip was discussed.

Waterfront Director Rachel Gevlin asked about sweatshirts and t-shirts, she said last year it was cut from the swim program and she felt that the lifeguards should have uniforms. She spoke of the certifications that the lifeguards have to get. She said that she has to pay $270.00 for recertification every three years. She asked about the salary of the Waterfront Director making less than the Assistant Director of Playground. 

Recreation Director Ray Hauley said that there are a bunch of counselors at the playground that are not doing their jobs that he had a dozen people complaining and it needs to be addressed.

Chairman of the Recreation Commission Mark Leinung spoke of a Sunday Softball League.
Councilman Smith made a motion to open up Town Hall fields for the Sunday Softball League starting April 11th at 6:00PM. Councilman Kipp seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
Supervisor Grattan said that they would look at payroll, salaries and the possibility of raising revenues and marketing.
He spoke of a few grievance cases involving Grand Union and Widewaters; he said Paul Goldman would be coming in to talk with the Town Board at an executive session next month at the Town Board meeting.
Supervisor Grattan made a motion to reschedule the April Town Board meeting at 6:30PM to go into executive session to discuss hearings with Widewaters and Grand Union Plaza with the Audit meeting to follow the Town Board meeting. Councilwoman Leader seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 
Adjournment
Councilwoman Leader made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
