The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 
The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting.

Supervisor Grattan explained the agreement with Verizon to execute an easement for an underground electric line at Volunteers Park off of State Farm Road and Opportunity Way.
Councilman Kipp made a motion to authorize Supervisor Grattan to sign the easement document (an easement for an underground electric line at Volunteers Park off of State Farm Road and Opportunity Way. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. (see attached).

Supervisor Grattan spoke of the trees to be planted around the “utility” building at Volunteers Park as requested by the Planning Board for the use of Verizon. There was a discussion on what the Planning Board had requested and explained was the Verizon offer of the Town planting the trees and Verizon would pay $2,500.00. Councilman Bujanow suggested spruce trees.

 Councilman Bujanow made a motion to accept $2,500.00 from Verizon to plant trees around the Verizon building at the discretion of the Town. Councilman Kipp seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 

Supervisor Grattan talked about the broken light fixture at the roundabout. He said that Widewaters purchased the lights but the Town has to maintain them. He said we need to change the bulbs and replace the broken light fixture. There was discussion on the light fixtures. 

Supervisor Grattan explained a few of the Highway DB fund bills from 2009 to the Town Board. 
Highway Superintendent Ruchel spoke of the Bean Development and the road. He said that he was asked about Town road specs. There was discussion regarding the development and the Homeowners Association.
There was discussion on sidewalks and the expense of maintenance. Highway Superintendent said it makes it harder on the Highway Department, the taxpayers and the expense to his budget. He spoke of the street sweeper and that the vendor had come down in his price.
Councilman Kipp made a motion to hire Canaday for sweeping for an amount not to exceed $2,800.00. Councilwoman Leader seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 

Highway Superintendent Ruchel submitted to the Town Board documents regarding surplus equipment. There was discussion on the equipment and suggested was that at the next Town Board meeting the Town Board could declare it surplus and put the items for sale. He said he would talk to the county to find about selling the items. He spoke of a new mower. Councilman Bujanow said he would put together specs for it. He said he was grateful for the Supervisor’s report because he had not received one in four years.
Councilman Kipp made a motion to go into executive session. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 

Councilman Kipp made a motion to come out of executive session. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 

There was discussion on snowplowing and tree removal prices.
