The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 
The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting.

Recreation Director Ray Hauley spoke of the Pine Building and a proposed Youth Center at Volunteers Park.  He said it would be a mistake to close the building. He submitted fee projections to the Town Board for weekend potential. He said there were volunteers available and they approached him with ideas and items to donate. He said there are no recreational activities going on in the winter.

Councilman Smith asked whether the Building was up to Building Code Standards for A1 Assembly. Recreation Director Ray Hauley said he had checked with Ed Coons from the Columbia County Health Department and he had suggested painting. Councilman Kipp said that the building is in very bad shape. He said he was concerned about lead and asbestos. Councilman Bujanow said that a test was done for asbestos and lead and a report was done. 

There was discussion on the condition of the building and the amount of money it would take to fix. Ray submitted pictures of his office and damage to the ceiling. He said he would like to put an additional volleyball court in. He said he has a man who wants to help and they would do it themselves.

Councilman Bujanow spoke of the potential mold in Ray’s office. There was discussion on the South building, regarding the roof, copper down spouts that were stolen and the non working overhead outside lights.

Councilman Kipp made a motion to hire Joe Uvienne at $175.00 an hour to assess the current issue of the roof of the South Building with a maximum of 8 hours. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. Motion passed.

There was discussion on the proposed volleyball court. Councilman Smith suggested there was a workers compensation insurance certificate.
Councilwoman Leader made a motion to allow the construction of the volleyball court with no cost to the Town. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor Motion passed unanimously. 
There was discussion on the Swim Program

Waterfront Director Rachel Gevlin said she knows who she is having for staff; she is waiting for the lease.

Recreation Director Hauley said that the staff of the swim program do all of the painting, weeding and prep work at the lake. 

 Chairman of the Recreation Commission Mark Leinung spoke of the swim program and said that advertising was a great idea to expand the program for open swimming. He said he knew people that were willing to spend $100.00. He said they could reach out to Schodack and other communities. He suggested that if there were enough people interested in purchasing a swim permit that it could be contingent on selling enough tickets and that they would be refundable.
There was lengthy discussion on the swim program. Supervisor Grattan said he would work on some numbers and what to charge.

Recreation Commission Member Ed Hamilton spoke of T shirts that they do not need to purchase because they have leftover ones for the Weekly Run Nights.

Decided was to cancel the annual Great Escape Trip and instead plan a day trip to the Town of Stuyvesant to do a nature trail.

Councilman Kipp asked about the staff at the playground and could there be a shift in payroll and adjustment in personnel. He said there would be a savings in cut downs. There was discussion on the staff and personnel.

Supervisor Grattan spoke of the request Dan Cremo regarding the wrestling program for trophies at $500.00
