The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting at 7:00PM. He submitted proposed swim program figures and the Board reviewed the figures.
Recreation Director Ray Hauley explained the fees for the swim program.
Councilman Bujanow arrived.

There was discussion on the swim lessons, whether the prices should be raised and increasing the hours for the beach.
Discussed was the Playground Summer Program, the Board reviewed the proposed program and fees as submitted by Supervisor Grattan. There was discussion on raising the fees and different ways to pay the residents could pay the fees.

Discussed was the Director salaries for the Playground and Swimming Programs. Ray explained the jobs for each.
Supervisor Grattan explained the bus to and from for the playground and said he would put together the bid, he said it would save the Town money. 

Recreation Director Ray Hauley talked about the test program for the life guards and the skills needed. There was discussion on the aids for both programs.
Supervisor Grattan said he would get all of the figures together and have the Directors come in on May 17th.

Councilman Kipp made a motion to award the bid to Donald R. Mackey to replace the lights and the pole at the roundabout for $4,231.60. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
Supervisor Grattan submitted documents regarding the Highway Garage and the condensation issue. Councilman Bujanow suggested going to the designer to see if they could talk about their findings rather than spending $3,000.00. He explained the situation regarding the condensation in the roof and said that the solutions are there. There was discussion on the problem and suggested was that Councilman Bujanow make the necessary contacts and Supervisor Grattan will contact the Town Attorney.
Councilwoman Leader made a motion to dispose of the broken Assessors typewriter and the non working Town Hall Fax Machine. Councilman Smith seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
Supervisor Grattan spoke of the court grant and the proposal received for central air for the meeting room. There was discussion on the grant money and projects like lowering the ceiling, new lights, painting, new carpeting and the boiler. Supervisor Grattan will get the prices needed. 
Councilman Bujanow said that he contacted Ron Peyster, Director New York State Department of State Division of Code Enforcement and Administration to talk at the Town Board meeting on May 10, 2010 about the Outside Wood Boilers.

Discussed was the Salt Shed and the structure.
