The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 
The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting at 7:00PM. 

Supervisor Grattan explained that the air conditioner, black top, tree proposals were ready to be put of for bid.

A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to advertise and put out for bid for the air conditioning in the court room, black top and tree removal proposals. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

Supervisor Grattan spoke of the Highway Garage condensation problem.

A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Kipp to authorize and hire Camroden Associates/Joe Iuviene to do testing at the Highway Garage not to exceed $3,000.00. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

There was discussion on the Tractor and Flail mower for the Highway Department.

The Town Clerk opened the only bid received for the Tractor and Flail mower for the Highway Department.

 The bid was $52,800.00 for the tractor, $45,500.00 for the Flail mower, Less Trade –in $23,000 with the net Bid of $75,300.00 from The Hudson River Tractor Company LLC. 2173 Route 203, Chatham, New York 12037. 
Playground Director Tom Call distributed proposed 2010 salaries for the Summer Playground Staff. Supervisor Grattan suggested coming to the next meeting on June 7th at 7:45pm.
Town Attorney Andrew Howard and Highway Superintendent John Ruchel arrived.
Supervisor Grattan explained the Tractor, Flail mower bid to the Highway Superintendent and he had said it would be an acceptable bid.

There was discussion on the other equipment that the Highway Department needed and how much money would be needed to borrow for this year. Highway Superintendent spoke of an emergency he had with a tree on Maple Lane that needed to be taken down he said for the record he had authorized that the tree be taken down. He said it was a serious situation and his concern is the safety of the public. He submitted to the Town Board proposals on paving Herrick Road and Westshore Drive for discussion and figures regarding different depths of the paving. He explained the difference between cold mix and hot mix. There was lengthy discussion on the Town roads, the maintenance and the deterioration that occurs. Highway Superintendent Ruchel talked about the salt/sand usage how much they have and purchase each year. There was discussion on getting good quality sand/salt and the problems that could happen if you do not have good product and mixing it correctly.  

Town Attorney Howard submitted copies of a Request for Proposal for the Trail Feasibility Study. He explained the RFP. 
A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Kipp to put out the RFP for the Trails Feasibility Study with the corrections submitted by Town Attorney to be open on June 14th 2010. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

There was discussion on the exemption of the Empire Homes/IDA. Town Attorney Howard explained the situation.

Councilman Kipp made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Councilwoman Leader seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
