Minutes

June 7, 2010


The Financial Oversight Committee meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 
The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Grattan opened the meeting at 7:00PM. 

Supervisor Grattan submitted preliminary numbers for the Summer Program for discussion purposes.

Supervisor Grattan asked Town Park Custodian Mulligan what his job entailed. He explained that he is responsible for the two town buildings at Volunteers Park. He said he works 15 hours per week. He said he vacuums, sweeps, takes out the garbage. He said Mondays and Wednesday s he cleans the pavilion. He said he has more time in the summer than in the winter. 

Councilwoman Leader said that she has received complaints that the bathrooms at the park are filthy with garbage left for days. 

 Town Park Custodian Mulligan explained that he tries to go on weekends to do the bathroom. He explained his procedure for cleaning the bathrooms. Supervisor Grattan said that the bathrooms will be closed from April-November next year. 
Town Park Custodian Mulligan explained his hours that he works at the Compost Site. There was discussion on the site being closed on July 3rd and 10th and Mr. Mulligan explained that he was getting married and going on his honey moon at that time. Supervisor Grattan said that they need to find someone for working at those times because it can not be closed. Councilman Kipp asked about the playground cleanup. Mr. Mulligan explained. There was more discussion on the Senior Center. 
Supervisor Grattan asked Town Hall Custodian John Ruchel to explain what his job entailed. He explained that he works 5 hours per day for 4 days. He said he vacuums, dusts, sets up the court room, mows the lawns and cleans the bathrooms. He said that it takes him about 8 hours to mow lawns. There was discussion on mowing and trimming. He explained what he does for the day. Councilman Kipp spoke of the letter received from a resident regarding the way the playground is not being maintained and asked if they could be addressed. Councilwoman Leader talked about the post office and the way it looks. She said the place looks atrocious. She spoke of the ladies room and said it doesn’t look clean. She said this is Town hall and it is in rough shape. She said it reflects us a s a community and wishes it could be done better.  Supervisor Grattan said he would  draft a task list that the Town Board could review. There was discussion on the playground and the work that needs to be done. Suggested was to add a time frame for each task. 
Recreation Director Ray Hauley talked about the bathrooms at Volunteers Park, he said he sometimes has cleaned the bathrooms himself.

Councilman Smith suggested the playground counselors check the bathrooms. Councilman Kipp said that we will see how it progresses with the checklist in place.

 Supervisor Grattan talked about the tractor/mower and that one bid was received. He spoke of bonds, the specs of the tractor and the possibility of renting a tractor/mower because this mower/tractor would not be available for 75 days. He said the Highway Department needs the equipment, he explained the renting in previous years. There was discussion if other Towns had the equipment that could be utilized. Supervisor Grattan said he would have Town Bookkeeper Spain make a few phone calls and he would get some prices.  
A motion was made and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept the bid from The Hudson River Tractor Company LLC.  for a John Deere, 6230 Standard Tractor at $52,800.00 and a Diamond, DBF-50 Flail Mower at $45,500.00 with a trade in of a 2004 New Holland TL for $23,000.00 with the net bid of $75,300.00 plus the bonding rate cost. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
There was discussion on the equipment that was put out for auction. 

Supervisor Grattan spoke of the International Truck and said he would have more information.

Supervisor Grattan went through the preliminary Summer Playground Program list that he had submitted to the Town Board.
Recreation Director Ray Hauley asked when they could start working on the Lake. Supervisor Grattan said he would be meeting with the Hackers the next day.

There was discussion on the fees and revenues of the Summer Program. Supervisor Grattan suggested starting a committee to look at alternatives for the swim program.

Playground Director Tom Call arrived. Supervisor Grattan asked him to get a list of the names and addresses of the children that will be working so the Town Board could pass a resolution. He went through the preliminary numbers.
Waterfront Director Rachel Gevlin arrived. There was discussion on the sand. She explained the operation of bringing the sand in at the beach and the work involved. There was discussion on the maintenance of the Knickerbocker Lake and the Highway Departments involvement. There was discussion on the machine for pulling weeds at of the lake. Supervisor Grattan said he had asked the Highway Department to create a task/time list for the work they perform. Waterfront Director Gevlin explained the salary differences from the past and that the Directors should be paid the same hourly rate.

Supervisor Grattan went through the Summer Swim program list. He said that the Town Bookkeeper Dee Spain will be taking credit card payments. Councilman Bujanow talked about a regulation concerning credit card use. He said he will get more information about it.
Playground Director Call asked about the playground permit and if it was signed. He asked about evacuation and where the kids could go. There was discussion and suggested was to utilize the south building. Recreation Director Ray Hauley asked about the north building and what the use would be, he said he hopes that the building is not destroyed.

Playground Director Call asked for a key to the south building.

Waterfront Director Gevlin thanked the Town Board for spending the time with them to go over the Summer Program.
Recreation Director Hauley talked about the tennis and karate instructions. Councilman Smith asked if in the future you check with the Town Board before doing things at the Town Park.

Supervisor Grattan asked if the Recreation schedule could be ready for June 14th.

He suggested talking about the dog park on June 21st. There was discussion on the Dog Park and decided that there needs to be more discussion with the proponents of the park.

Bob Cramer asked about the RFP for the Comprehensive Plan Study. He said that his group meets on Wednesday and he would like to put it on the agenda for the June 14th meeting.
Councilman Bujanow said that the document was supposed to be reviewed; he said they should have been sent back unopened. There was a discussion on the protocol for the Request for Proposal. Suggested was to send back the document and write a letter to those who participated.

Adjournment
Councilman Smith made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Kipp seconded the motion. All in favor. So carried.
