10. Old Business 
A. Discussion re: Proposed Dog Park
Supervisor Grattan explained that on June 21. 2010 the Town Board met with Paula Van Meter who is one of the proponents of the Dog Park. Paula Van Meter addressed the Town Board with some of the concerns that they had. She spoke of the creation of the committee and its fund raising efforts. She said that thousands of people have shown their support in this project by their donations. She spoke of the insurance and said that they would like to be treated the same as Little League and other users of the Town Park. She spoke lease agreements and said that this would be an unprecedented requirement. She said that they would be interested in entering a long term agreement with the Town. She said that with the Town Boards continued consent they are prepared to making it a success. She said they are ready to clear the site, planting and installing the fence. She has asked for the Boards continued approval without further conditions other than the liability insurance. There were other comments:

Diane Argyle- said she is in charge of the Village of Valatie parks, she said that Pachaquak Park is used by many dog owners in the Town and the Village. She said most people who use the park are from the Niverville area. She said people are afraid the use the park because of vandalism.
She said there are older people who use the park and a fenced in area needs to be used for the dogs to exercise. She said there would be easy access and a good location.

Geraldine Smith- said you can tell from the fund raising efforts that this is a Town wide effort. She said this is an opportunity we would really hate to miss to get this resource with no cost to the tax payers. She said she spoke with a realtor recently and they had indicated to her that it was an attractive resource for prospective buyers. She encouraged the Town Board for their support.
Bruce Charbonneau- said that this is an opportunity for quality of life at very little cost to the Town.

Michele Barker- said that it is a quality of life issue for dog owners and dogs. She said you get to meet other dog owners and it’s a wonderful social gathering place and would love to see it happen.

Larry Aberle- said that he is in total support of the park. 

Supervisor Grattan introduced JJ Maraz who is working on his Eagle Scout. He said he is working on his Eagle Scout and one of the requirements is to do three citizenship projects. He said one of them is to visit the State Capital. He suggested that he attend a Town Board meeting andsaid that he should come to this one regarding the Dog Park.
Joyce Bannigton-  said that wanted to show her support for the Dog Park.

Alice Sharp- said she supports the Dog Park and said it is a quality of life issue and they need it.
Each of the Town Board members gave their opinions. There was lengthy discussion on the issue. 
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Kipp to amend the original motion to  approve the Dog Park subject to written agreement and approval by the Town Attorney and Town Board and to appoint Councilman Bujanow as the liaison for the Friends of Kinderhook Dog Park committee . All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on hiring an outside contractor versus having an employee for cleaning at Volunteers Park
A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilman Smith to put out for bid cleaning services for Volunteers Park. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.
G. Kinderhook Library Request
Supervisor Grattan explained that the Kinderhook Library will be circulating a petition to get an extra $37,000.00 a year. 
H.  Appoint Special Swim Program Committee: Rachel Gevlin, Mark Leinung and Dee Spain
A motion was made by Supervisor Grattan and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to appoint Rachel Gevlin. Mark Leinung and Dee Spain to a special swim program committee. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

I. Inspection of Salt Shed
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Bujanow to have Town Engineer Pat Prendergast inspect the Highway Salt Shed. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
J. Adopt Local Law #1-2010- Chapter 35-1203 NYS Building Code
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Kipp to adopt Local Law #1-2010- Section 1203 New York State Rules and Regulations. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to declare a negative declaration on Local Law #1-2010. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

K. Consultants-Trails Committee
Councilman Kipp explained that the Trails Selection Committee had gone through the RFP’s received at the last Town Board meeting for the Stuyvesant, Kinderhook, Stockport Intermunicipal Trail Feasibility Study. He explained the process that they had used to determine the consultants that they chose.

Councilman Bujanow asked for the documentation they had used to determine their choice. He said that it was not done according to the procurement policy.
Town Attorney Paul Freeman said that the criteria that the committee uses to evaluate is the committees own valuate. He said they could choose to credit or not credit any of the particular information they find. He said it does not have to be disclosed how they created their own weighting and percentages, that is independent evaluation of the RFP based on terms of the language of the RFP. 
Councilman Bujanow said that this inappropriate and said that New York State Procurement Law, General Municipal Law says that if you establish a criteria you must use that criteria. He said that they established criteria in the document lightly but did not include percentages on how they would be weighted, then they established this weighted criteria, it is inappropriate after they open the documents. 
A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilman Smith to select the consultants due to the fact that the people that spent all the time going through the process of interviews and used an appropriate scoring method chose University of Albany to do this.
