The Special Town Board/Year End meeting was held at the Town of Kinderhook Town Hall located on 4 Church Street, Niverville, N.Y. 

The meeting came to order at 7:00PM.

Bid Opening: Sidewalk Snow Removal

There was one bid received from Robert Boll Excavating. Supervisor Grattan opened the bid.

The bid is for on call snow removal for $75.00 per hour using the skid steer with blade and bucket blower and salt is $.38 per pound.
A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept the bid from Robert Boll excavating for snow removal. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

2. A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept the agenda. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

3. A motion was made by Supervisor Grattan and seconded by Councilman Kipp to authorize the following Budget Transfers. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.

         b. Transfer $58,478.83 from Justice Court Account to A Fund Money Market

Old Business:
1. Purchase of Copier 

Town Clerk Pinkowski explained that three prices were obtained and recommended the copier that would benefit the Town Hall employees.
A motion was made by Supervisor Grattan and seconded by Councilman Kipp to accept the bid to purchase a new copier from Cannon for $4,565.00 at the NYS State Contract price. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
New Business:
1. Additional Insurance Coverage: lights at roundabout & Increase employee dishonesty coverage

A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Kipp to accept the increase for insurance for the lights at the roundabout and the increase to $750,000 in insurance coverage for employee dishonesty. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
2. Change Locks in Town Hall

A motion was made by Supervisor Grattan and seconded by Councilman Kipp to accept the price for changing the locks at Town Hall to Mobile Lock Smith for $1,158.00. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
3. Enter into Agreement with National Grid for $20,000.00 for deposit for work-Tabled
Councilman Kipp explained the agreement and the said it would be for the Phase I section of the trails from Main Street and the Southside of the Valatie kill.

4. Resolution to send bills for 2009 & 2008 to Niverville Fire Department 
A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Smith to approve sending the bills for 2009 & 2008 to Niverville Fire Department. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
5. Councilman Smith re: Radar Gun Purchase-Tabled
Councilman Smith explained that he had a conversation with Deputy Bray regarding the purchase of a radar gun for $3,500.00. He said that the equipment he is using is antiquated and the purchse would be a return on investment with the additional revenue from fines. He said he would look into getting additional funds from the Town of Stuyvesant and the Village of Kinderhook.  

6. Declare Computer and Monitor of Tax Collector to be surplus & dispose of same (replaced with new computer and monitor this month)

A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Kipp to declare the computer and monitor of the Tax Collector Lillian Roginski to be surplus & dispose of same. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously. 
7. Encumber Funds for 2010 expenses not billed as of 12/30/10

A motion was made by Supervisor Grattan and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to encumber $12,072.16 in the A Fund, $100.00 in the B Fund and $72,272.55 for 2010 expenses that will be paid in 2011 (as listed). All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.
