6. A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept and direct all correspondence. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

7. Public Presentations:  Steve Kirk from DBS Planning made a presentation to the Town Board. He said he works with the Village of Valatie Development Corporation and they are working with two businesses that are seeking to move into the Town of Kinderhook. He said one of them is a window restoration firm and the other is a food manufacturing firm. He said that they are interested in assisting these two businesses. He spoke of the process for applying to the State for funding through a grant application.  He said that the Town would need to hold public hearings to describe the projects. There was lengthy discussion that followed. Councilman Bujanow expressed his concerns regarding the LDC’s involvement in the project. Decided was before this was to proceed that the Town board get a copy of the bylaws of the LDC and what authority they have.  
8. A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Bujanow to accept all Committee and Departmental reports. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 
9. Public Comments: 

Ed Simonsen- spoke of the progress of the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee. He said that one of the members has converted all of the tables of the plan into Excel files. He asked how far they are going to go to update the plan. He spoke of the payment for the consultant.

           C. Discussion re: Softball Field-
Supervisor Grattan explained that there was a Recreation meeting held and that discussed was softball proposals. He said that the best resolution was for the Town to build a new field at the Volunteers Park. He said that the second best resolution would be to ask the school to use one of the fields temporarily. There was lengthy discussion on converting an existing baseball field into a softball field. Representatives from the Little League and Girls Softball were present and expressed their concerns and suggestions for the use of the fields.

 Supervisor Grattan explained that he and Mayor Strevell had talked with the School Board about the possibility of the Town and the Village leasing the school in the event that the school board closes it. He said it is very preliminary and said that there has been a tour scheduled for the Town Board and both Villages on March 22, 2011 at 7:00PM.

12. Public Comments- 

Bob Cramer- spoke of the project that was presented and said that it sounded a little slippery that to make sure they come before the Planning Board.
Ed Simonsen- thanked the Town Board for reappointing him to the CCEMC. He spoke of the things that have been accomplished.
Supervisor Grattan recognized Former Town Clerk Peggy Butcher (who served for 18 years) and that she was there to remind everyone that it was almost St. Patrick’s Day.
13. Media Questions- the reporter from the Columbia Paper asked which municipalities would be utilizing the Martin H. Glynn School. She asked a few questions about the members of the audience.  The Reporter from the Register Star asked where the Hummingbird Gardens was located. He asked about the Assessor Tom Griffin and whether he was hired.        
Town Attorney Andy Howard left for the evening.  

14. Board Comments- 

Councilman Smith spoke of the press release that recognized everyone regarding the scandal and never recognized the Supervisor as uncovering it. He spoke of the minutes from the county regarding the use of one of the Town of Kinderhook’s facilities for a satellite office for the Mental Health Clinic. He asked if there were to be any reimbursements. Supervisor Grattan explained the work that they were going to do with the lighting and alarm systems. He asked about the expenses and revenue. Supervisor Grattan explained that 95% of the money that is used to operate the Mental Health Department comes from State and Federal grants, there is little impact on the tax payers. Councilman Smith said that the point he was trying to make is that there estimated revenue was $135,000 and the operating cost if $80,000. He said that his druthers would be that they have offset the operating costs on an annual basis. He said that is a substantial amount of money.
Councilman Bujanow spoke of the Fiscal Oversight and Planning Board Meetings meeting at the same time and that they have not been able to participate. He spoke of the NYSEG project before the Planning Board and asked for an update. Planning Board Chairman Bob Cramer said that NYSEG will be sending a power point presentation that they had been given at the Planning Board meeting. He explained the process and requirements and routes that NYSEG would need to perform for the placement of power lines throughout several towns including Kinderhook. There was more discussion on the issue. 

There was suggestion that the Fiscal Oversight Meetings start at 6:30PM instead of 7:00PM starting April 7, 2011. 
Supervisor Grattan explained that he will be sending out a Memorandum of Understanding regarding the Mental Health Satellite Center and wanted to make sure that the entire Board was in agreement. Councilman Smith said that his point was that if they could generate additional revenue to offset the operating cost of the building. He said that he would like to see if there could be any additional funds from them. Supervisor Grattan asked the other Town Board members if they all agreed with the original agreement and they had said they were.
15.  Executive Session: 

A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to go into executive session to discuss litigation. All in favor. Motion passed unanimously.
