2. A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to accept the agenda. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

3. A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept the minutes submitted of March 5, 10, 14, and 22, 2011 with the amendments as suggested by Councilman Bujanow. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

4.  A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Smith to authorize the Budget Transfers. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

5. Councilwoman Leader made a motion to authorize to pay all audited vendors claims. Motion seconded by Councilman Kipp. All bills were reviewed at the audit meeting which was held on the Thursday prior to the Town Board meeting.

6. A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Bujanow to accept and direct all correspondence. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

7. Public Presentations:  Election Commissioners Jason Nastke and Virginia Martin were present. Democrat Election Commissioner Virginia Martin spoke of poll site consolidation to save money. Submitted was an anticipated cost saving document. She spoke of achieving efficiencies that will make the elections work better and save money. She said they are not looking into reducing the number of election districts. They are looking into the possibility of moving two additional polling places into the Ichabod Crane High School. 

 Republican Election Commissioner Jason Nastke said that they had done a county wide inventory of all of the election districts. He explained the savings in moving the polling sites and the benefits of having them in one location. There was more discussion on the proposal between the Town Board members and the election commissioners.
8. A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Smith to accept all Committee and Departmental reports. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously. 

Highway Superintendent Ruchel said that he had presented a report to the Town Board members in their mailboxes. He explained the report and spoke about the vehicles he would like to sell, tree removal, the use of a broom truck, speed signs, blacktop and grinding prices.
9. Public Comments: 

Ed Simonsen- gave an update of the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee. He said that they have been working on revising the zoning map and the tables. He spoke of the LDC proposal and said that it should be public information. 
Pat White- spoke of the Valatie LDC and said it used public money. She said that she has tried many times to FOIL the information and never received anything. 
Bob Cramer- spoke of the Comprehensive Plan diagrams and charts and that it comes from the census it was not user friendly.
Barbara Romburger- spoke of the LDC article and that it had said that Steve Kirk would have information at the April Town Board meeting. 
10. Old Business 
             A. Schedule Public Hearing re: LDC Proposal-

Supervisor Grattan explained that Steve Kirk said that two public hearings will need to be scheduled on the same night. He said one would be an informational hearing and the second would be specific to the two applications. Councilman Bujanow asked if this could be tabled due to the lack of information. He said he has some issues with the concept and has trouble with the administration of it and would prefer that the Town of Kinderhook control what is within the Town. Supervisor Grattan suggested a Special Town Board meeting.
A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Kipp to schedule a Special Town Board informational meeting on June 4, 2011 at 9:00AM for the LDC proposal. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.  

             B. Softball Field at Volunteers Park

Supervisor Grattan explained that there was a meeting held on Saturday with representatives from every group. He said there will be no action tonight. Supervisor Grattan suggested scheduling an additional meeting. 

A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Kipp to schedule a Special Town Board informational meeting on June 4, 2011 at 11:00AM to talk about the softball field. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.

New Business

A. Resolution to charge $2.50 fee for replacement of lost dog tags
A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to charge a $2.50 fee for the replacement of lost dog tags. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.  

                    B. Discussion re: engineering review of old water supply to Town park: $2,500.00
 Supervisor Grattan explained that the Town has two water systems over at Town Park. He said the new system supplies water to the playground and bathrooms. The old system is the system that is connected to the tower. He said there is a driven well and an old concrete building where the controls are located. He said we had a tremendous amount of trouble last year. He said there are inadequacies. He said that he has talked with the Town Engineer and he would like to prepare a report where he would consider repairing that system, connecting it to the water system in the back or potentially hooking up to the Village of Valatie. He said the cost of the report would be $2,500.00.   
A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Glenn to authorize the Town Engineer to prepare a report of the water supply systems at Town Park for the amount of $2,500.00. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.  
                       C. Resolution to close Volunteers Park from dusk to dawn and post same for enforcement of no trespassing
A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Smith that there be no unauthorized use of Volunteers Park from dusk to dawn and to post for enforcement. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.  

                    D. Kinderhook Library Waiver Compost Fee

A motion was made by Councilman Bujanow and seconded by Councilman Smith to waive the fee for the Kinderhook Library and the Valatie Library from paying the Compost Fee. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.  

                   E. Discussion re: Compost Fee

Councilman Bujanow said that his position is that it diminishes the opportunity to have more residents bringing product to the facility and puts more burden on the Highway Department to pick up more brush. He said the $50.00 charge is exorbitant for that purpose. 

Councilman Bujanow made a motion to roll back the compost site fee for the use of Town residents to $10.00.Motion not carried. Councilman Smith said that if 211 permits were issued (last year) the majority are probably from the Village of Kinderhook. He said we are looking at funding $14,768.00. 
There was lengthy discussion on the issue. 
Supervisor Grattan suggested to put this on the agenda for next month to look at it again.   
                     F. Void Check # 1540 payable to Melissa Naegli due to lost check. Issue replacement check
A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilwoman leader to void check # 1540 payable to Melissa Naegli due to a lost check and issue a replacement. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                     G. Repair wire guards and lens on lights damaged by vandalism at 911 Memorial 

A motion was made by Councilwoman Leader and seconded by Councilman Kipp to authorize the repair of the 911 memorial electrical damage for $630.00. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                     H. Request to pay telephone bills for Sheriff’s outpost in Village of Valatie
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Kipp to authorize the payment of the Sheriff’s telephone bills. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                      I. Award Bids

Supervisor Grattan said that we will turn the truck bids over to the Highway Superintendent to let him review them and to come back to the Town Board next month with a recommendation. 
                     I. Appoint ZBA Member-term to expire 12/31/15- Full Term #1
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Kipp to appoint Keith St. John to the Zoning Board of Appeals with a term to expire 12/31/15- Term #1. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                     J. Request for ITT Improvements
Acting Assessor Tom Griffin explained the need for technical improvements in his office. He had recommendations from John Sundwall that outlined what needs to be done.
A motion was made by Councilman Kipp and seconded by Councilwoman Leader to authorize spending up to $1275.00 for the upgrades needed for the Assessor’s Office off of state contract. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                     K. NYSEG
A motion was made by Councilman Smith and seconded by Councilman Kipp to appoint Bob Cramer, Chris Simonsen, Bob Raziano, Tim Schools and Peter Bujanow as a committee to work with NYSEG. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
                     L. Declare Truck #42 Surplus

A motion was made by Councilwoman leader and seconded by Councilman Smith to declare Truck # 42 surplus and to put it to sale with Auctions International with no minimum bid. All in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
