Special Meeting- Comprehensive Plan
A Special meeting was held to discuss the concerns some of the Town Board members regarding the language to the draft comprehensive plan on curb cuts.
Deputy Supervisor Leader opened the meeting because Supervisor Grattan was running a little late. 
Ed Simonsen- spoke of the experience and the volunteers that had been involved with the process of dealing with the draft comprehensive plan, including consultants, DOT representatives and a lot of others that had concerns with traffic and safety. He said they would like to see the wording regarding the curb cuts left in the addendum. 
Bob Cramer- said that this is a compilation of all of the committees and that they would all stand by what they said.  
Jerry Minot-Schuerman – spoke of getting places safely and asked the Town Board think about what there were doing.
Marcia Anderson- spoke of the addendum language and said that it comes from the state and that they would have the ultimate say. She said the plan is how you want the Town to look. The plan has good planning, consults businesses. She said that you have your areas that are zoning for commercial. She said that there were public hearings and no one had questioned anything.
Councilman Smith- said that these are guidelines, not legislative; he feels it will not inhibit businesses.
Bob Cramer- said that they are business friendly.
There was discussion between the audience members.
Mark Litteken- said that these are general guidelines he said eventually there will be a ton of traffic through the 9/9H corridor. He said that this document if for long term planning. He said that the point is they do not know what is coming.
Councilwoman Simonsmeier- said that DOT will look at what the Town verbage is. She said it is a serious situation and she has expressed her concerns to DOT. She said we are growing and there will be congestion and safety does come first. She said the Comprehensive Plan can sway the decisions of DOT.
Councilwoman Leader- said that another issue they had with the verbiage is the education mandate.
Bob Cramer- said that there are specific things that members need to know to educate themselves.
Ed Simonsen- said he agrees with Bob.
Councilwoman Simonsmeier- said setting it in stone is what the issue is.
Councilman Smith- said these are again guidelines.
Councilwoman Leader- said she learns more from the people of the community.
Ed Simonsen- said that all four of you are restricted by NYS law, DEC, SEQR, the Code.
