The Chairman asked if any member would like to review any correspondence at this time.  Robert asked if Mr. Buono had any business on our agenda; he asked about Pat’s inspection of the test pits.  Do we do this before we receive an application?  Pat explained; if the Board does not want him to do this, he will not.  The land has not been purchased yet by Mr. Buono.  This seems odd to Robert; does he assume we will approve this?  Pat and Robert had a brief discussion.  Pat feels that Mr. Buono is merely thinking ahead.  Cheryl feels it is a good idea to make sure about something before they purchase it.  They should check it out first.  James asked what Pat had observed; Pat explained.  The property is located on CR 21.       
· Estimated 45-minute review by the Board of sections of the Code -   
The Chairman explained that the members should try to read over these sections and further discussion can be held at some other time.  He referenced and read from the following sections of the Code; 63-2, 63-3, 63-4 A & B (1), 63-11, 63-12, 63-13, 63-14, 63-15, 63-16 B & G, 63-17, 63-18 G, 63-19 (especially B 1 to 4, C, D, E & F), 63-20, 81-4 B & C, 81-7 and 81-25.  There were brief discussions and requests for clarification during the reading of the references.     
PUBLIC HEARING:    (none)

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Yager Subdivision – State Farm Rd – This has been sent to Ed McConville for review; nothing received yet, Marc said. 
2. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat said they are still moving topsoil and planting grass at the site.  
3. Empire Homes – US Rte 9 – Marc reported that the letter had been sent to the Town Board.  It is on their agenda for Monday.
4. CVS – State Farm Rd/US Rte 9 –  Paul Freeman and John Joseph were in attendance.  They brought the Board up to date on the resolution of the water issue.  It appears that given all circumstances, they do not need a sprinkler system.  Paul explained that they will not be moving the hydrant up further from the Dunkin Donuts.  Joe Iuvienne has been working with the Building Department and New York State to confirm that.  Glenn and Don met with Joe about this.  They are going to have a well for the use of the bathrooms and sinks.  They are revising the plans and will submit a set of them for next week.  That issue has been resolved.  Ray will be here next week to explain the changes made.  They have already made the changes previously requested by the Board and he will discuss those as well next week.  Paul has prepared, for Marc’s review, a proposed resolution, which changes the final resolution by deleting the reference to the use of municipal water and going back to he well.  Gerard asked if there was a well there now; yes, it serves the garage and house currently at the site.  Paul said they are, however, drilling a new well.  Jeff Smith went out there; he will check if it is gravel or rock there and the depth of it, so he could not answer a question 
        Pat asked about yield.  Paul assured Pat that he would get that for next week if Pat 
        wants him to.  Pat does not feel they will have a problem with water there.  The need 
        will be less than it is for the residence currently.  Marc would like to see the yield.  John 
        said that the Board of Health has no issue with the current well, but they are closing 
        that one out.  Marc indicated that that should be included in the conditions; 

               Paul will clarify in the resolution that they are terminating one and putting in another 

        one a little further away from it.  They will be ready for next week.  Marc asked the 

        Building Department if they are satisfied with this; Glenn responded.  They have been 

        working with Joe McGrath on this.  Marc asked the Building Department to write a 

        report to the Planning Board on this.  Paul said that Joe is doing the buildout on the 

        interior; he mentioned the parking as well.  They have to satisfy the Building 

        Department regarding the inside of the building.  Marc said that the Board has not had 

        a chance to review the resolutions; if they have any comments, he will report back to 

        Paul on those.  

5. Heinz Grossjohann – Two-lot Subdivision – Rte 9H and CR 21 – No one was present.
               The Chairman reported that subdivisions started to be mapped and numbered the way 
               they currently are since the early 1970s.  Cheryl asked if we know that this is the whole 
               parcel; this is all that he currently owns, Gerard replied.  We may need to pull the old 
               maps out again and review them.  

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Elle-Kaz – discuss lead agency status – No one was present this date.  
2. Town of Kinderhook – Highway Garage – Salt shed – Doug McGivney presented the application.  The Town wishes to withdraw the application tonight; they will re-submit 
a new one for next week.  There is a degree of urgency, however, as they would like to get the salt storage barn going.  However, they are not prepared to proceed tonight.
