 PUBLIC HEARING:     
7:05 pm – May 8, 2008 - Samuel Joseph & Co Ltd – Parker Hall Rd and Railroad Ave 

        at Niverville PO site – “Peggy’s Park” – Previously approved two-lot subdivision – The 

        members reviewed the plats at this time.  No one was present representing the 

        application.  This was acted on by a previous Board, but the approved plats were never
        filed with the County.  The Hearing was opened by the Chairman; the notice was read by  

        the Secretary.  They discussed the small area to be deeded to the Town for use as a park.

        The Chairman asked for questions; there were none.  William made a motion to close the     

        Hearing at 7:13 pm; Mary Ellen seconded the motion and unanimously by a show of 

        hands and an aye vote, the members agreed.  The maps are complete; the fees have been

        waived per the previous approval.  The area to be designated, under these circumstances, 

        Marc noted, is an undersized lot, to be dedicated to the Town and maintained by the 

        Town into perpetuity; that should be part of the conditions of the subdivision approval.  

        Robert made a motion that under these circumstances, the lot being undersized and being

        dedicated to the Town as a park; to be maintained into perpetuity by the Town, the 

        subdivision be approved; Mary Ellen seconded his motion and unanimously by a show 

        of hands and an aye vote, the members were in agreement.  

 OLD BUSINESS:
1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Nothing is new on this project, Pat said.
2. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – The Chairman reported that we probably can expect something on this next month.
3. CVS – Proposed minor modification to approved site plan – US Rte 9/State Farm Rd – Gerard received a phone call from John Joseph.  He explained why he hasn’t gotten back to us before today.  He was not sure why we wanted to talk to him.  He talked with CVS; he is not sure what they want to do about the light coming through the windows.  Gerard explained to him that we need the final landscape plan.  What is there is not what was presented to us on the hand-drawn sketch we received.  He will call John Joseph and strongly suggest he come here next Thursday.  Robert asked what recourse do we have if they do not come in; Marc replied that we will have to review the site plan and see if they are in violation of it.  There was a brief discussion.

4. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – Revised plats received 3/5/08 – We received a letter from the Columbia County Department of Health.  The Zoning Department was asking about the existing septic.  Pat said there are an awful lot of comments from the Health Department in this letter.  The members reviewed the plats at this time.  The Chairman asked Pat to review the letter and give us his comments for next week; Pat asked if the applicant has deposited money in escrow.  No they have not, the Secretary replied.  There was some discussion.  Pat noted that the well is on the trailer park lot.  The Secretary has had some phone calls from the residents in that park; they have questions.  Marc said they should put those in writing to us.  
5. Sotiria Efthimiadis – Kinderhook Diner – Rte 9H – Two-lot subdivision – B1 zone -  

         No EAF received as of 4/6/08 – Nothing new has been received on this application.
       6.      Scheriff Family LLC – Hawley Road – Two-lot subdivision involving two adjoining
        parcels – Zoning is Hamlet – The applicant asked that we hold her check till she speaks 

        with her brother.  She is still waiting to hear from DEC, but would like to remain on this 

        agenda.   

7.    Bruce and Patricia Moore – 3559 US Rte 9 -12.-1-7.200 – 8 acres in R3 zone – 

         Proposed Farm Market – Site plan and Special Use fees have not been received yet – 

         The Moores were present.  Peter VanAlstyne is their surveyor, but was not present.  

                They realize that he is very busy; maybe he isn’t done yet with their work.  Marc said 

                that we need to ask Peter to take a look at the history of the approvals, variances, 

                building permits issued, etc. on this property dating back to 1980.  Have him make sure

                to identify which uses pertain to which thing; things were approved, other things were 

                taken out.  Variances have been given; Mrs. Moore said she knew all about them.  These

                should be identified on the map.  He suggested that some of these things be cleared up.
                The Secretary suggested we provide the applicant with a copy of everything in the file.

                The Chairman explained what they needed to do.  What is in the records should match 

                up with what is there/not there.  The Building Department files have been put in

                chronological order by the Secretary if they would like to review them.  Mrs. Moore said

                that the cottage still exists next to the driveway; they were told to stop renting that out.  

                Are we asking her to update the survey?  When Peter does the plat, he should show in 

                the notes if this is consistent with the agreement made on December 12, 1987.  Mrs.

                Moore said they were never asked to remove the cottage from the property.  Why are 

                they asking them to update the survey?  The Chairman explained.  
8.    G. Scott Palladino – US Rte 9 and Herrick Rd – 22.-1-4 – 1.50 acres in B1 zone –  

         Proposed storage and operation of lawn care business – Nothing new has been received.

         The fee has not been received as of today.  The Secretary has prepared the list of names 

         and addresses of the contiguous owners as promised to the applicant, but he has not yet

         picked that up from her, so obviously he has not yet notified them. 

NEW BUSINESS:   
1. Ocean State Job Lot – 2827 US Rte 9 – 33.-1-66 – (at Grand Union Plaza) – 15.71 acres - B1 zone – Proposed retail sales – Site plan review – This will be retail to retail.  No one was present.  The applicant must see the Building Department regarding a sign.
Robert asked if the current sign is in compliance; Don replied that they are at the max. right now.  They cannot have an animated sign, he added.
ZBA OPINION:      (none) 
The Chairman reported on his meeting with the ZBA Chairman and the Town Supervisor regarding apartments for relatives and variations on various types of apartments proposed.
OTHER:
1.    Liaison to Village Planning Boards – Cheryl did not attend either meeting.  Valatie 

        didn’t have a Planning Board meeting last night.  Kinderhook had a follow-up on the 

        proposed restaurant.  Glenn noted that was approved; Magnolia’s, an upper-scale 

        restaurant that will locate in the previous Hutte.  Glenn replied that the County approved 
        the septic in the back.  The man who bought the Dutch Inn is moving right along, Glenn

        added.  

2.    Co-Chairman, 9/9H Corridor Committee – Robert said they meet next week.  He sent 

                  a reminder to Doug to talk to our lady again; he is waiting to hear and will let Bob 

                  know.  

3.     Liaison(s) to Town Board – Mary Keegan-Cavagnaro; Robert Cramer – The Town 

         Board meeting is next week.
4.     PB Liaison – Michael Kipp was excused.
5.      Senior Housing and the Code – Robert submitted documentation to the Chairman for 
                  review; he suggested a change be made to the Code regarding parking.  It should go 

                  from 100’ per space to 150’ per space, he said.  He explained why he was proposing 

                  this change.  We should review all uses regarding parking, he added.  We may need to 

                  update them.  Some of the members shared their ideas on this.  We should consider
                  recommendations for snow removal areas on site plans, Robert said.  It is on the 

                  Widewaters’ map, Gerard noted.  He suggested they go through the parking and 

                  consider the uses.  Consider also multi-uses within one geographic lot, he added.

                  Cheryl spoke about inside lighting coming to the outside; we do not want to see the 

                  sources of light.  That is clearly in our Code.  When the light shines through, this may

                  be under our purview.  Robert asked why they put flush mounted lights on a suspended 

                  ceiling on the CVS; Glenn replied that the only thing the Planning Board can look at is 
                  an engineer’s study on the lumens.  Gerard said the light source is not supposed to be 

                  visible; that is the problem with CVS.  Some discussion took place.  Marc said they are

                  just proposing topics of discussion with the Town Board.  Pat asked about the private 

                  road specifications; were those adopted yet?

                  Marc said that we need to ask Peter to take a look at the history of the approvals, 

                  variances, building permits issued, etc. back to 1980
