 OLD BUSINESS:
1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat had a call into DEC regarding the status of this project; no one has called him back yet.  A letter has been received regarding the bond on this mine.  Was this returned to DEC, Pat asked?  The Secretary will check with Pegeen, who had received the letter originally.  
2. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – No new documents as of  5/15/08.
3. CVS – Proposed minor modification to approved site plan – US Rte 9/State Farm Rd – Gerard had a conversation with John Joseph; the landscape plan does not match what is there.  We need an as-is drawing.   Marc said the Planning Board can advise the Building Department to go out and inspect.  Cheryl said she could go to the site with Don and the plans and identify what is there.  Marc said it is a good idea; maybe they could take some pictures also.
4. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – No new documents as of 5/15/08 –  Gerard read from the email to the members; a copy was distributed to them.  Pat has done a review; he has submitted a letter.  The email came from Paul Freeman.  The applicant will need to provide $1000 into escrow for Pat’s review, the Chairman noted.    
5. Sotiria Efthimiadis – Kinderhook Diner – Rte 9H – Two-lot subdivision – B1 zone -  

         No EAF/No new documents received as of 5/15/08 – Pat spoke with her engineer; she is 

         still thinking about this. 
       6.      Scheriff Family LLC – Hawley Road – Two-lot subdivision involving two adjoining
        parcels – Zoning is Hamlet – Nothing new has been received as of 5/15/08
7.    Bruce and Patricia Moore – 3559 US Rte 9 -12.-1-7.200 – 8 acres in R3 zone – 

         Proposed Farm Market – Site plan and Special Use – Fees outstanding as of 5/15/08 – 

         The Moores and Peter VanAlstyne were present.  Peter wants to get caught up to date on
         what is required on this; Gerard explained that there are administrative vagaries with 

         this.  We are asking him to go through the file and review the variances, etc. and make

         the plat agree with what has been done on this property over the years; Peter said he also

         had some similar questions.  Gerard read from the Code; farm markets.  Have the 

         neighbors been notified yet?  No.  Pages 81-63 and 81-64; Mrs. Moore said she was not 

         sure if she had to notify the neighbors; she does.  Marc asked if the access had been 

         worked out with DOT; Peter explained.  They are going to close the northern two exists 

         and utilize the existing southern exit and introduce another entrance further south.   The 

         plan will show the new entrance.  Peter asked if the parking needs to all be on the side or              

         the back; Marc replied that the design standards apply.  Bruce said he planned 14 spaces; 

         7 on the south side and 7 on the north side.  The turnaround area will be in the middle.  

         There was a brief discussion about the design.  Bruce submitted a copy of the variance 

         letter from the ZBA regarding the apartment that had to be “removed”.    They discussed 

         lighting and the gravel driveway.  Sign location and the size of a sign; no trademark 

         signs are allowed.  Pat asked about drainage, septic and wells.  Bruce asked about 
         Columbia County Health Department specs.   He will be adding a bathroom, but not 
         right away, he said; maybe a port-a-potty.  He will have electricity and water now.  Does 
         he have to see the Health Department?  If you are supplying water to the building, you 
                have to talk to the Health Department, Peter replied.  If you are selling ice cream, 

         you have to have sanitary Health Department approval, Don replied.  With food service, 

         you have to check with the Health Department.  He plans to wash dishes, Bruce said; he
         will need to have clean water.  Peter said they will be back next month; they will see if 

         they can get an answer from the Health Department and a suitable site plan by then.

8.    G. Scott Palladino – US Rte 9 and Herrick Rd – 22.-1-4 – 1.50 acres in B1 zone –  

         Proposed storage and operation of lawn care business – Fee outstanding as of 5/15/08 – 

         Nothing new has been submitted; they neighbors have not been notified.

         2.   Co-Chairman, 9/9H Corridor Committee – Some challenges are coming.  He is 
               asking for a meeting with DOT, Saland and Tim Gordon; maybe to get this back out in 
               the open.  He just wants to get some answers.

3.    Liaison(s) to Town Board – Mary Keegan-Cavagnaro; Robert Cramer – She 

       mentioned the importance of a meeting to discuss Code changes; the noise ordinance
       issue.  It is scheduled for a Public Hearing next month.  Robert feels this should have 

       come before the Planning Board for their opinion; we have a direct interest in that. 

                Robert feels letters should go out to all commercial property owners; to let them know 

       that the Planning Board is here to answer questions when they are considering any 

       changes on their property.  There was some discussion about putting together a welcome 

       packet that could be sent to all new property owners; outlining services offered by the

       Town and including forms (like STAR), schedules, a map of business locations, etc.   

4.    PB Liaison – Michael Kipp explained that Ed and Pat have been doing back and forth 

       about the Code corrections.  He spoke about the proposed noise ordinance.  Marc said
       there are some vague standards in the proposed ordinance that need to be looked at.  He

       has some questions after briefly reviewing it.  He spoke about some Towns that have 

       recently adopted noise ordinances; he did not know if the Town had reviewed any of 

       those.  Marc continued to read from and review the ordinance.  Mary feels this is way 
       out of line; it puts neighbor against neighbor.  It is really not a Town Board issue, she 
       said.  Mary voiced some of her specific objections to the proposal.  The Planning Board 

       does not have specific responsibility, Marc said.  Pat said we could attend the Hearing 

       and voice our opinions.  The members continued to discuss the proposal.  Gerard asked 
       Mike to request a joint meeting between the Town Board and Planning Board for us.  

       Don told the members that Jodie Kosnick put a Beauty Shop in her new home; he over-

       looked sending her to the Planning Board for the home occupation.  She will probably

       be on next month’s agenda.
