The Secretary noted that #11 includes everything from the file on this approval.  Bill called today to ask what he has to submit.  Marc reviewed the file at this time.  He checked Town law on this at this time.  There is no provision in the Town law, he found, for an approved subdivision that has not been filed with the County Clerk.  The Secretary will notify William Better that he needs to submit an application, a set of new plats and an EAF for our April 10th meeting.  Marc spoke about his findings in the Town file on this approval.  He read from Mr. Better’s letter; there is no project at this time to ratify.  He discussed the time frame for getting this done by May.  Is there currently a mortgage on this property?  We will need to get an answer to this question.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Reclamation of RJ Valenti mine – US Rte 9 – Pat called DEC, but no one has called him back.  He will try to speak with someone.  
2. Greenfield Real Estate, LLC – (Anthony Buono) – Two-lot subdivision – We have heard nothing from the applicant, Gerard noted.
3. CVS – Proposed minor modification to approved site plan – US Rte 9/State Farm Rd – One letter and one reminder have gone to CVS, the Chairman explained.  He asked for a motion to direct our attorney to write a follow-up letter to CVS regarding their minor modification to their site plan; Mary Ellen made that motion.  Mary Keegan-Cavagnaro recused herself from voting; other than her vote, the motion was seconded by Robert and the remainder of the members voted by a show of hands and an aye vote to accept the motion.
4. DHN Realty LLC – Site Plan – US Rte 9 – MHP Zone – 6 acres – Existing one-family residence and previously approved travel camper parking sites – Applying for additional over-night camper parking sites – Revised plats received 3/5/08 – Paul Freeman was present.  He submitted three copies of the revised plan, a revised application and a revised short EAF.  They would not be reviewing this tonight.  The Chairman took this opportunity to mention the motion made to have Marc write to CVS; Paul agreed to speak with John Joseph.  Therefore, Mary Ellen rescinded her motion since the message was relayed to Paul Freeman; Robert seconded this and again, other than Mary, who recused herself from the first vote, the members all agreed to the rescinded motion as well.  Walter Michaud was in the audience and asked for clarification regarding tonight’s discussion; there will be no official discussion tonight, Gerard noted.  Paul will speak to
John Joseph about this, he told Walter. 

5. Sotiria Efthimiadis – Kinderhook Diner – Rte 9H – Two-lot subdivision – B1 zone -  

         No EAF received as of 3/20/08 – No one was present.

The Chairman spoke about the document he submitted regarding the proposed senior housing and care facility.  There are five components of this facility; four would be regulated by the State and one would be called senior housing.  He addressed the document.  If anyone finds anything else on this, please feel free to make copies for us.  Glenn spoke about his meeting with the Doug and the developer; it is an interesting concept.  It is proposed on CR 28B.  He talked about the Code.  The price of the units is substantial; our Code says “affordable”.  The concept is fantastic; he just would like him to justify “affordable”.  Gerard spoke.  Marc said there may be a re-zoning issue associated with it.  The State Law has evolved recently; the Town Law has not kept up.  There was a conference call that Marc was involved in; Gerard explained.  It is way beyond what was thought about in the Code fifteen years ago.  Michael Kipp said this is only the first stage of this; Glenn said there are two or three stages.  The discussion continued.  Pat mentioned the need for them to have a discharge plant; Kinderhook Creek is not far from the proposed site. 
Gerard told Mike that he is now on our agenda to speak.  He brought up the software issue.  He received the materials on it from Glenn.  Someone from the Planning Board should come to the Town Board meeting to bring it up again; the ZBA should also be there.  Mike left the materials with the Secretary to make copies.  Glenn and Mike expressed their feeling as to the importance of the Planning Board’s involvement with this new software; Glenn said this is a fantastic program.  He has been working with it for a month.  The Secretary would really like to know more about it.  Gerard made a motion to appoint the Planning Board Secretary as our official representative to deal with moving forward with the software.  She asked for input from others as well.  Tim seconded the motion and unanimously by a show of hands and an aye vote, the members agreed.

At the end of the agenda, at 7:30 pm, the meeting adjourned.
